Pressure Groundwater Management Zone.  The revised objectives and implementation plan will 
assure that present and anticipated beneficial uses are protected, and that water quality 
consistent with the maximum benefit to the people of the state will be maintained.  The 
proposed amendments are thus consistent with State Water Board Resolution No. 68-16, 
“Statement of Policy with Respect to Maintaining High Quality of Waters in California’.  The 
amendments were adopted by the Santa Ana Regional Water Quality Control Board (Santa Ana 
Water Board) on October 29, 2010.
