Notice of Water Right Application A031891 

Jackson Family Investments III, LLC – Ho Ranch has filed an application to appropriate 
water by permit with the State Water Resources Control Board (State Water Board), 
Division of Water Rights.  The project associated with the application is located in Napa 
County and would divert water from the Dry Creek stream system. 

Summary of Water Right Application  

Date of Filing: The application was filed with the State Water Board on May 4, 2011. 

Source of Water: Two Unnamed Streams tributary to Montgomery Creek thence Dry 
Creek thence Napa River thence San Pablo Bay. 

Amount: The maximum amount of water requested for diversion is 8.28 acre-feet 
per year, which would be collected in two onstream reservoirs. 

Season of Diversion: The season for diversion of water is from December 15 of each 
year through March 31 of the succeeding year. 

Point of Diversion (POD) and Places of Storage:  

Water will be diverted from 2 points: 

• Point 1 (POD and place of storage) is an onstream reservoir located at North 
1,907,882 feet and East 6,432,350 feet by California Coordinate System, Zone 2, 
North American Datum 1983, within the northwest quarter of the northeast 
quarter of Section 6, Township 6 North, Range 5 West, Mount Diablo Base and 
Meridian. 

• Point 2 (POD and place of storage) is an onstream reservoir located at North 
1,906,369 feet and East 6,432,223 feet by California Coordinate System, Zone 2, 
North American Datum 1983, within the southwest quarter of the northeast 
quarter of Section 6, Township 6 North, Range 5 West, Mount Diablo Base and 
Meridian. 

Purpose of Use: The purpose of use for water is irrigation.  

Place of Use: The place of use for water consists of 14 acres for irrigation located 
within Section 6 of Township 6 North, Range 5 West, Mount Diablo Base and Meridian.

Protests must be received 
by the Division of Water Rights by 4:30 p.m. on May 22, 2023, with copy provided to 
the applicant.
