CONSIDERATION OF A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR OR DESIGNEE TO NEGOTIATE, EXECUTE, AND AMEND A CONTRACT WITH THE SANTA ANA WATERSHED PROJECT AUTHORITY (SAWPA) TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE JURUPA COMMUNITY SERVICES DISTRICT (JCSD) CHINO I-CHINO II DESALTER INTERTIE PROJECT FROM THE SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA INTEGRATED WATERSHED PROGRAM (SCIWP) ESTABLISHED IN THE COSTA-MACHADO WATER ACT OF 2000 (2000 BOND ACT)

DISCUSSION

The 2000 Bond Act contains the SCIWP (Water Code sections 79104.20 through 79104.34) which includes $235 million for the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) to allocate to SAWPA for certain types of projects in the Santa Ana River Watershed.

SAWPA has requested that the SWRCB approve funding in the amount of $1,000,000 for the JCSD Chino I-Chino II Desalter Intertie Project.  The project is described in the Attachment and is consistent with the goals and objectives of the SCIWP.

POLICY ISSUE

Should the SWRCB:

1. Authorize the Executive Director or designee to negotiate, execute, and amend a contract with SAWPA to fund the JCSD Chino I-Chino II Desalter Intertie Project for a total of $1,000,000 from SCIWP?

2. Require that water quality mitigation and monitoring measures identified in the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) process be included in the contract for the subject project?
FISCAL IMPACT

The total cost for the above project is $1,200,000.  SAWPA is requesting that $1,000,000 of these costs be funded from the SCIWP.  The following table is a summary of the funding made available for SCIWP from Fiscal Years (FYs) 2000-01 and 2001-02 State Budget Appropriations.

AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR OR DESIGNEE TO

NEGOTIATE, EXECUTE, AND AMEND A CONTRACT WITH THE 

SANTA ANA WATERSHED PROJECT AUTHORITY (SAWPA) TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE JURUPA COMMUNITY SERVICES DISTRICT (JCSD)

CHINO I-CHINO II DESALTER INTERTIE FROM THE SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA INTEGRATED WATERSHED PROGRAM (SCIWP) ESTABLISHED IN THE COSTA-MACHADO WATER ACT OF 2000 (2000 BOND ACT)

WHEREAS:

1. The 2000 Bond Act authorized $235 million in the SCIWP for the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) to allocate to SAWPA for projects to rehabilitate and improve the Santa Ana River Watershed.

2. SAWPA seeks $1,000,000 in SCIWP funding for the JCSD Chino I-Chino II Desalter Intertie Project pursuant to a management and administration contract with the SWRCB approved by the Department of General Services on February 8, 2000.

3. The project is consistent with the SCIWP goals of basin water banking, contaminant and salt removal through reclamation and desalting, programs for water conservation and efficiency, and storm water capture and management, and are described in detail in the Attachment 1.

4. A Notice of Determination for the Chino Basin Optimum Basin Management Plan Environmental Impact Report (EIR), which includes the Chino I Desalter expansion and the Chino II Desalter Project, was filed with the Office of Planning and Research on July 13, 2000 (State Clearing House No. 2000041047) pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA).
5. A Notice of Determination for the Chino Basin Optimum Basin Management Plan Subsequent Environmental Impact Report (SEIR), which further addresses this project, was filed by the lead agency with the Office of Planning and Research on January 25, 2002 (State Clearing House No. 2001101124).

6. SWRCB concurs with findings made in the EIR, the SEIR and the mitigation measures to be implemented in the Mitigation and Monitoring Program 
(Attachment 2) established for the SEIR.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT:

The SWRCB:

1. Authorizes the Executive Director or designee to negotiate, execute, and amend a contract with SAWPA to fund the JCSD Chino I-Chino II Desalter Intertie Project for a total of $1,000,000 from SCIWP.

2. Requires that water quality mitigation and monitoring measures identified in the CEQA process be included in the contract for the subject project.

Jurupa Community Services District (JCSD) Chino I-Chino II Desalter Intertie Project

Project Description

The purpose of the Chino I-Chino II Intertie project is to improve reliability in water deliveries from the Chino I Desalter and the Chino II Desalter.  The Intertie will allow water to transfer from the Chino I service area to the Chino II service area and 

vice-versa, should one of the facilities become temporarily inoperable.  The proposed project would help to achieve the Southern California Integrated Watershed Program goal of contaminant and salt removal through reclamation and desalting.

Construction of the Chino I Desalter Expansion and Chino II Desalter project will increase treated groundwater supplies in the Chino Basin by approximately 

15,400 acre-feet per year.  The Chino I-Chino II Intertie is an integral part of the Chino I Desalter Expansion and Chino II Desalter project.  The State Water Resources Control Board previously approved funding for the Chino I Desalter Expansion and the Chino II Desalter Project on April 25, 2002.  The Intertie would connect the Desalters in the same hydraulic system, thereby improving system reliability and flexibility.  By adding flexibility in conveyance, the project provides reliable delivery of a reliable, high quality water supply from the Chino I and Chino II Desalters.  The project will:

· Reduce dependence upon imported water;

· Improve availability of potable water during drought years;

· Reduce salt loading on wastewater plants in the basin (improves regulatory compliance);

· Reduce salt loading to the Santa Ana River; and 

· Produce a higher removal of salts from the Chino groundwater basin

The Chino I-Chino II Intertie project involves the construction of a 24-inch diameter pipeline from the JCSD product water pipeline (Chino I Desalter water) to an existing 24-inch diameter (Chino II Desalter water).  The project also includes the open cut of Bellgrave Avenue and the boring or tunneling under the storm drain culvert at 

Galena Street in order to connect to the existing Etiwanda Avenue 24-inch diameter pipeline on the north side of the box culvert.  A pressure reducing station with ancillary piping will be constructed on Etiwanda Avenue north of Bellegrave Avenue.  Mainline valves, air valves, and blow-offs will be placed along the pipeline to allow for future operation and maintenance of the pipeline.  A stubout will be provided at the intersection of Etiwanda Avenue and Bellegrave Avenue for future connection and delivery of product water to the Santa Ana River Water Company.

California Environmental Quality Act

Both this project and the Chino I Desalter Expansion and the Chino II Desalter Project were initially considered in the Optimum Basin Mangement Plan (OBMP) Environmental Impact Report (EIR).  The EIR (State Clearing House No 000041047) was received by the Office of Planning and Research for circulation on May 10, 2000.  A Notice of Determination for the EIR was approved by the Inland Empire Utility Agency on July 12, 2000.  This OBMP EIR is the primary document for work to be done in the Chino Basin and includes a Mitigation and Monitoring Program for both this project and the desalter projects (see attached).

To further address project specific issues, a Subsequent Environmental Impact Report (SEIR) to the OBMP EIR was prepared, adopted, and filed by the JCSD with the Office of Planning and Research in November 2001 (State Clearing House No. 2001101124).  A Notice of Determination for the SEIR was filed by the JCSD with the Office of Planning and Research on January 25, 2002 (State Clearing House No. 2001101124).  

SWRCB concurs with findings made in EIR, the SEIR, and mitigation measures to be implemented through the Mitigation and Monitoring Program.

Funding Requirements

A total of $1,000,000 is requested for funding based on a total project cost of $1,200,000. 
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
