Executive Director’s Report

DIVISION OF WATER QUALITY

Clean Water Act Section 401 Nationwide Permits Reissuance: The U.S. Army
Corps of Engineers (Corps) issues Nationwide Permits (NWPs) to provide streamlined
federal authorization for approximately 90 percent of Corps issued permits. In 2017, the
State Water Board conditionally certified a subset (14) of the NWPs that were
determined minimally impacting. In August 2020, the Corps announced it was renewing
those NWPs well in advance of the 2022 expiration in response to executive order. On
September 15, 2020, the Corps opened a 60-day public comment period on the
proposed NWPs.

On October 13, 2020, the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers submitted to the State Water
Board a request to certify its proposed renewal and revision of 52 existing nationwide
permits and five new nationwide permits for work in wetlands and other federal waters.
The deadline for the State Water Board to act upon the Corps’ request to certify or deny
each of the nationwide permits was December 12, 2020. The State Water Board held a
public comment period from October 16 to November 30, 2020 and did not receive any
timely public comments. The State Water Board acted timely on the request and issued
certification for 18 nationwide permits; the rest were denied.

DIVISION OF WATER RIGHTS

Permitting and Enforcement Branch

Failure to File 2019 Annual Water Use Reports

On November 13, 2020, the Water Rights Enforcement Section issued approximately
400 Notices of Violation to riparian and pre-1914 water right holders for failing to file
their 2019 annual water use reports by the April 1, 2020 deadline. Division staff is
working closely with water right holders to provide compliance assistance to help them
file the required reports.

Water Transfer Process Improvement Workshop

State Water Board staff attended a transfer workshop hosted by the Department of
Water Resources (DWR). The workshop was to discuss improvements to the
temporary transfer review processes conducted by DWR and U.S. Bureau of
Reclamation (Reclamation). Approximately 140 transfer stakeholders attended. The
workshop involved a discussion of this year’s transfer season and the outlook for the
upcoming season. This year’s transfer season involved a record number of transfers,
which resulted in several challenges, particularly related to the timing of submittals to
DWR and Reclamation. DWR is proposing to resolve these challenges by
implementing process improvements that include a more specific transfer schedule for
each year, and a process where potential transferors will submit an Intent to Transfer
checklist in early February of each year. State Water Board staff also provided an
update on plans to convert to an online process for submitting temporary transfer
requests, which should help further improve the overall transfer process.

Delta, Hearings and Special Projects Branch

Temperature Management Informational Sessions: Over the past several months,
State Water Board staff have been meeting with U.S. Bureau of Reclamation
(Reclamation) staff to coordinate on Sacramento River temperature management
issues related to State Water Board Order 90-5 and the State Water Board’s August
2020 request for a Sacramento River temperature management planning protocol. As
part of this process, Reclamation has hosted informational sessions for State Water
Board staff to explain their hydropower operations and water supply forecasting
processes. Additional public informational sessions are tentatively being planned for
early 2021 to discuss Sacramento River temperature modeling and winter-run Chinook
salmon temperature dependent mortality modeling. These meetings are intended to
provide foundational information for future coordination on Sacramento River
temperature management with additional measures needed to fully address the Board'’s
August protocol request.

California American Water Company’s (Cal-Am) Compliance with 2016 Order: On
November 17, 2020 the State Water Board’s Executive Director responded to California
American Water Company’s (Cal-Am) June 4, 2020 report and October 21, 2020 letter
which notified the Board that Cal-Am was not going to meet the September 30, 2020
deadline to complete Milestone 5, as required by Order WR 2016-0016 (2016

Order). Milestone 5 required specific progress in constructing Cal-Am’s proposed
desalinated water supply project. As part of a schedule for Cal-Am to terminate all
unauthorized diversions from the Carmel River, the Board’s 2016 Order established an
interim “Effective Diversion Limit” (a step-wise reduction in diversions) that would be
further reduced in the event that Cal-Am missed an annual project-specific milestone,
unless the Board made a finding that the missed milestone was beyond the applicants’
control and suspended the reduction. Cal-Am’s letter clarified that it was not asking the
Board to make that finding.



The Executive Director’s response to Cal-Am confirmed that the 1,000-acre-foot
Effective Diversion Limit reduction is an appropriate and intended consequence of
missing Milestone 5 and reiterated that the 2016 Order’s diversion limitations,
conditions, and other requirements remain in effect. The response letter also
encouraged Cal-Am to engage collaboratively with other applicants and interested
parties to resolve disputes, secure other near-term solutions for ending Cal-Am’s
unauthorized Carmel River diversions by December 31, 2021, and develop longer-term
water supply solutions for meeting the Monterey Peninsula’s and the broader region’s
economic, social, and environmental needs.

Water Quality Certification, Public Trust, Cannabis, Administrative & Reporting
Branch

Lower Klamath Project License Surrender: On November 17, 2020, Governor Gavin
Newsom of California and Governor Kate Brown of Oregon held an event with the
leaders of the Yurok Tribe, Karuk Tribe, and the Klamath River Renewal Corporation, as
well as a representative of Berkshire Hathaway (parent company of PacifiCorp, which
owns the dams on the Klamath River) to announce a new memorandum of agreement
to update the amended Klamath Hydroelectric Settlement Agreement to provide
additional resources to advance removal of four dams on the Klamath River (referred to
as the Lower Klamath Project). Key elements of the memorandum of agreement
include:

e Agreement to file a request with the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission
(FERC) to remove PacifiCorp from the Lower Klamath Project license and add
the states of California and Oregon as co-licensees with the Klamath River
Restoration Corporation (project proponent for the Lower Klamath Project);

e Clarification that Oregon, California, and PacifiCorp will share cost overruns
equally;

e Plan to remove the dams in 2023; and

e Ongoing liability protections for PacifiCorp’s customers established in the
amended Klamath Hydroelectric Settlement Agreement.

Implementation of the amended Klamath Hydroelectric Settlement Agreement requires
two FERC approvals. First, FERC must approve the transfer of the Lower Klamath
Project from PacifiCorp to the Klamath River Renewal Corporation, California, and
Oregon. Second, FERC must approval dam removal through issuance of a license
surrender order. More information is available on the Klamath River Renewal
Corporation’s webpage (https://www.klamathrenewal.org/).

Mendocino County Meeting: On November 10, 2020, the Deputy Director for the
Division of Water Rights and staff met with Mendocino County water user
representatives to provide information and solicit feedback on: an overview of a draft
water availability analysis of the Russian River watershed for this dry season and
related beta tool developed by staff; and an overview of preliminary surface water
measurement reporting (Senate Bill 88) results. On November 17, 2020, staff had a
follow up meeting with a subset of the water user representatives to discuss in more

detail the Division of Water Rights current efforts to estimate demand in the Russian
River watershed.

Lassen Lodge Hydroelectric Project: On November 13, 2020, the Executive Director
issued a water quality certification (certification) and the State \Water Board certified a
Final Environmental Impact Report for Rugraw LLC’s Lassen Lodge Hydroelectric
Project (Project). The Project involves the construction, operation, and maintenance of
a new hydroelectric facility that will be located on South Fork Battle Creek in Tehama
County. The Project will operate as a run-of-river facility and generate five megawatts
of power per hour. Additional information is available on the State Water Board’s
Project webpage at:

Don Pedro and La Grange Hydroelectric Projects: On November 30, 2020, State
Water Board staff released a draft water quality certification for the Don Pedro
Hydroelectric Project and La Grange Hydroelectric Project (collectively Projects), which
are owned and operated by Modesto Irrigation District and Turlock Irrigation District
(collectively Districts). The public comment period closes at 5:00 pm on

December 11, 2020, but may be extended. If the Federal Energy Regulatory
Commission’s December 17, 2020 meeting agenda does not include consideration of
the Districts’ waiver request, the draft water quality certification comment period will be
extended to January 4, 2021. The notice and draft water quality certification are
available on the State Water Board’s Don Pedro Hydroelectric Project and La Grange
Hydroelectric Project webpages.

California Environmental Flows Framework: On November 13, 2020 the final draft
of the California Environmental Flows Framework (CEFF) guidance document was
released to the California Water Monitoring Council’s California Environmental Flows
Workgroup (Workgroup) for review and comment. Comments are due from the
Workgroup members by December 18, 2020. The Workgroup is open to the public and
has over 475 members that include representatives from: state, federal, and local
agencies; tribal governments; water users; nongovernmental organizations; academia;
and private consultants. CEFF is the first product of the Workgroup and it is anticipated
the CEFF guidance document will be released in January 2021. CEFF is intended to be
a living document that will be updated as needed to improve implementation through
lessons learned, add additional tools and resources or expand on sections of the
document to provide additional guidance. The final draft CEFF guidance document is
available on the California Environmental Flows Framework webapge

Bucks Creek Hydroelectric Project: On November 20, 2020, Pacific Gas and Electric
Company submitted a petition requesting the State Water Board reconsider the water
quality certification issued for the Bucks Creek Hydroelectric Project (Project) on
October 22, 2020. PG&E and the City of Santa Clara own and operate the

84.8- megawatt Project, which is located in the North Fork Feather River watershed in
Plumas County. Additional Project-related information is available on the State Water

Federal Energy Regulatory Commission Order Compliance Project for Anderson
Reservoir and Dam: On November 9, 2020, the Executive Director issued a water
quality certification for Santa Clara Valley Water District's Federal Energy Regulatory
Commission Order Compliance Project (Project) for Anderson Reservoir and Dam. The
Project is located on Coyote Creek in Santa Clara County, and is part of the Anderson
Dam Seismic Retrofit Project to meet modern seismic safety standards for Anderson
Dam. The Project allows Santa Clara Valley Water District to expedite several elements
needed to immediately address the safety risk associated with an earthquake and to
reduce potential impacts from reservoir drawdown. The certification is available on the
State Water Board’s webpage at:

PFA Blending Amended Permit Issued — The DDW Santa Barbara District issued a
permit amendment in November 2020 to the Atascadero Mutual Water Company for the
treatment of perfluorinated compounds in their groundwater supply. The permit
describes the blending operation Atascadero Mutual Water Company will employ to
reduce concentrations of PFOA and PFOS to below their respective notification levels in
the water delivered to customers. They will use existing groundwater sources with little
or no PFAS to blend down the other groundwater sources which are higher in
PFOA/PFAS concentrations.

Violations & Enforcement Actions

Violations for a water system include whether the system has failed to follow
established monitoring and reporting schedules, failed to comply with mandated
treatment techniques, violated any Maximum Contaminant Levels, or failed to
communicate required information to their customers. Enforcement Actions are used to
obtain water system compliance with drinking water requirements to provide a safe and
reliable supply of water. The Division of Drinking Water’s formal enforcement actions
involve the use of statutory authority and includes issuance of citations and compliance
orders.

Six Acres Water Company and City of Cloverdale Initiated Mandatory
Consolidation -- November 2, 2020

On November 2, 2020, the mandatory consolidation process was initiated between Six
Acres Water Company and the City of Cloverdale. Six Acres Water Company is a DAC
community located in Sonoma County. It has a failure to install surface water treatment
violation as well as various technical, managerial and financial failures. Several
previous attempts to voluntarily connect the two water systems have failed, including
technical assistance to Six Acres Water Company.

Environmental Laboratory Accreditation Program (ELAP)

New members of the Environmental Laboratory Technical Advisory Committee (ELTAC)
were announced. ELTAC serves as a bridge between the regulators, technical experts,
and the laboratory community. The first meeting will be held on January 21, 2021.

The adopted ELAP regulations were filed by the California Secretary of State and will
become effective on January 1, 2021.
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After adoption of new program regulations, ELAP launched a compliance assistance
initiative, Roadmap to ELAP Accreditation, to assist laboratories in making the transition
to new requirements. Significant items include:

e ELAP has held individual Transition Appointments for 48 laboratories prioritized
based on certificate expiration date to answer questions and help them create
their own transition plans. Each accredited laboratory will be offered an
appointment. Twenty-six of the 48 laboratories are early adopters of the TNI
Standard.

e An intensive workshop on the TNI Standard is expected to begin shortly after the
first of the year.

Drinking Water Operator Certification Program

The Drinking Water Operator Certification Program cancelled the November 2020
Water Treatment exam due to the Coronavirus (COVID-19) pandemic.

Since May of 2020, DWOCP has proctored a total of 356 (235 Distribution and 121
Treatment) emergency exams for operators at drinking water systems experiencing
compliance issues or potential compliance issues due to the main examination
cancellation.

Future Significant Events:

DWOCP will continue to administer emergency examinations in groups under 10
throughout November and December for drinking water systems that have compliance
or potential compliance, and staffing issues due to the regular examination cancellation.
The Water Treatment Grade 5 oral exam is scheduled to take place in December 2020
via conference call. The DWOCP is moving forward with computer-based testing (CBT)
implementation and is anticipating CBT available to examinees in early 2021

Water Conservation

The response rate for the October Urban Water Conservation Report is 79% as of the
writing of this report (323 reports submitted). Of the submitted reports, 268 of the
reports provide final production numbers, while 55 of the reports indicate that the
production data is preliminary. The estimated total production (accounting for missing
reports) is 177.24 billion gallons, and the statewide R-GPCD is 107 GPCD. 68 out of the
323 reports indicate a water shortage greater than 10% of the agency’s water supply.

COVID-19

The Board released a survey on COVID-19 financial impacts to water systems and
households on November 9, 2020. There were 150 randomly selected large water
systems (serving greater than 10,000 service connections) and 450 small to medium
water systems (serving less than 10,000 service connections) selected to participate in
the survey. The survey response data will be used to create statewide impacts
estimates and to support the Board and policymakers assessment of response and
assistance options. Board staff will present the survey results at the January 5" Board
Meeting.

The water shutoff reporting site received 16 reports for the month of November.

Climate Change

Staff presented the recently released Co-Digestion Capacity in California report on the
SB 1383 Implementation panel of the 2020 California Bioresources Alliance Symposium
with about 100 participants attending.
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Emergency Management

The Emergency Management Program coordinated with CalRecycle, the Division of
Water Quality, Office of Chief Counsel, Regional Water Boards, CalEPA, and CalOES
to scope and develop an emergency Clean Water Act section 401 permit secretarial
waiver and environmental protection plan for fire debris removal. The waiver was
signed by Secretary Blumenfeld on December 1, 2020, and waives the process and
fees associated with section 401 permitting and waste discharge requirements
statewide, while setting environmental standards.

OFFICE OF ENFORCEMENT

$2.5 Million Settlement Reached with Regional Water Board for 2015 Qil Spill in
Santa Barbara County: A $2.5 million settlement has been reached between Plains
Pipeline, L.P., and the Central Coast Regional Water Quality Control Board as part of
an over $60 million state and federal multi-agency settlement for a pipe failure in 2015
that discharged crude-oil near Refugio State Beach in Santa Barbara County. The
settlement requires the company to pay penalties, natural resource damages and
assessment costs, and response costs. It also requires improvements to its nationwide
pipeline system that bring it into compliance with federal and state pipeline safety laws.

On May 19, 2015 a pipeline owned and operated by Plains Pipeline, L.P., a wholly
owned subsidiary of Plains All American Pipeline, L.P., failed and discharged
approximately 2,934 barrels of heavy crude-oil near Refugio State Beach in Santa
Barbara County. The oil spill caused the oiling of the Pacific Ocean and other
shorelines and beaches resulting in beach and fishing closures and adverse impacts to
natural resources such as birds, fish, marine mammals, and shoreline and subtidal
habitat.

As part of the over $60 million multi-agency settlement, the company will pay $24 million
in penalties. Plains will also pay approximately $22.3 million in natural resource
damages that will be used to fund projects to restore wildlife, and habitat injured, lost, or
destroyed as a result of the oil spill and to compensate the public for the impacts to
recreation; $10 million to reimburse natural resource damage assessment costs; and
$4.26 million to reimburse U.S. Coast Guard clean-up costs.

Butte County Property Owner Fined $193,088 for Water Quality Violations at
Cannabis Grow Site: The Central Valley Water Board approved a fine of $193,088
against Butte County property owner Hanover Properties, LLC for failing to comply with
clean up and abatement requirements dating to 2015 on property developed for
cannabis cultivation.

The Board found that Hanover Properties failed to complete required cleanup actions,
engaged in unpermitted grading on about 1.5 acres, and used an eroding access road
that caused sediment to discharge into a tributary stream of Lake Oroville. The
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discharges resulted in increased turbidity levels in Canyon Creek that can harm in-
stream aquatic life and habitat.

In addition to paying the fine, Hanover Properties is obligated to clean up the property.

Central Valley Laboratory Fined for Delayed Reporting of Drinking

Water Test Results: A Central Valley environmental testing laboratory accused of
failing to notify water systems of drinking water samples that exceeded crucial
maximum contamination levels has been fined $18,000 by the State Water Resources
Control Board’s Environmental Laboratory Accreditation Program (ELAP).Bakersfield-
based BC Laboratories. Inc. (BCL) has been the recipient of multiple prior enforcement
actions for this type of violation.

The latest case stems from an ELAP investigation that found two separate instances of
failed notification. Laboratories are required to notify a water system and the State
Water Board within 24 hours if acute contaminants, such as Coliform, E. Coli or nitrate
cited in this probe, exceed the maximum safe level. These contaminants can cause
harmful health effects within hours or days of exposure. Delayed reporting could result
in a water system serving unsafe water to its customers. On Oct. 16, BCL paid the
citation and reported it had taken corrective action, retrained staff and conducted an
internal audit. If BCL does not remain in compliance, ELAP may take further
enforcement action.

Shasta County agrees to settlement for sewage spill and violations at
Cottonwood Wastewater Treatment Plant: The Shasta County Department of Public
Works has agreed to a $517,760 fine to settle a case involving an overflow from their
sanitary sewer collection system and violations of effluent limitations at their wastewater
treatment plant. The 465,227-gallon overflow occurred in early February of 2019 in an
area known as Shasta County Service Area #17 (CSA #17). It was caused by pump
failure at the collection system’s main lift station. The overflow occurred at both the
main lift station and at an upstream manhole located adjacent to a stormwater drainage
ditch which drains to Cottonwood Creek, a tributary of the Sacramento River.

Under the terms of the settlement, the department will satisfy $60,000 of the liability by
completing an Enhanced Compliance Action to replace a deficient pipeline and raise
manholes in the CSA #17 that contribute infiltration and inflow to the sanitary sewer
collection system; this will increase system capacity and reduce the likelihood of future
sanitary sewer overflows.

The county will satisfy $282,000 of the fine by retrofitting the existing filter at the
wastewater treatment plant. This will help maximize the useful life of the treatment
plant’s filter while minimizing future effluent limit violations. Additionally, the county will
pay $175,760 to the state’s Water Pollution Cleanup and Abatement Account.

The purpose of the discussion is to engage Water Board staff members,
the public and our tribal partners on the importance of considering historic impacts,
generational ecological wisdom, on present environmental issues and how this
connects to the work being done with the protection of TBUs in relation to the FHAB
Program. The partnership working on this film will also hold a discussion near the end
of the fellowship program to ensure continuity and progress towards better support and
coordination amongst our programs and tribal water partners.

IRRIGATED LANDS REGULATORY PROGRAM UPDATE
November 2020

This month’s Irrigated Lands Regulatory Program (ILRP) update provides a summary of
significant activities of State Water Resources Control Board (State Water Board) from
October 15, 2020 to November 15, 2020; and the Central Valley Regional Water Quality
Control Board’s (Regional Water Board) Program from September 15, 2020 to
November 15, 2020. Next month’s report will present activities of the North Coast,

San Francisco Bay, Central Coast, Los Angeles, Lahontan, Colorado River Basin,
Santa Ana and San Diego Regional Water Boards’ Programs and cover the time-period
from October 15, 2020 to December 15, 2020.

State Water Board staff continued efforts working with professionals around the state
on the California Nitrogen Management Certified Crop Advisors (CCA) Exam
Committee to develop a special nitrogen course and exam that will allow CCAs to
specialize in nitrogen management. The course will provide knowledge that will be
beneficial to CCAs when certifying Irrigation and Nitrogen Management Plans as
required by the precedential requirements of Order WQ 2018-002, State Water Board’s
review of the petition of Waste Discharge Requirements, General Order No. R5-2012-
0116 for Growers Within the Eastern San Joaquin (ESJ) River Watershed that are
Members of the Third-Party Group, ESJ Order.

State Board staff held the quarterly program roundtable with program staff across the
regions on October 30, 2020. Topics of discussion included general program updates,
California Department of Food and Agriculture updates and optimizing use of the
GeoTracker database.

Central Valley Regional Water Board convened an external expert review of the
East San Joaquin Water Quality Coalitions surface water monitoring framework, as
directed by State Water Resources Control Board Order WQ-2018-0002.

Steve Weisberg of Southern California Coastal Water Research Program (SCCWRP) is
facilitating the five-member panel external review. The first public Panel Meeting was
held in January 2020, with two days at the Central Valley Water Board’s

Rancho Cordova office and one day touring the Coalition’s monitoring locations. The
Panel reconvened from August 24-26, 2020 via a web-based platform. Following two
days of stakeholder presentations and deliberation, the Panel provided an overview of
their recommendations for the ESJ surface water monitoring program. A draft findings
and recommendations report was released on October 16, 2020, followed by the third
public meeting on November 6, 2020 to discuss stakeholder comments on the draft
report. The final report is due in January 2021. Additional panel and meeting
information, along with the draft panel report, are available on the Expert Review Panel
for the East San Joaquin (ESJ) Surface Water Quality Monitoring Program
(https://www.sccwrp.org/about/research-areas/additional-research-areas/east-san-
joaquin-expert-panel/) website.

During the October Central Valley Water Board Meeting, ILRP staff and Coalition
representatives provided an overview of the proposed Groundwater Protection Formula
(GWP Formula). The proposed GWP Formula was submitted jointly by 13 agricultural
coalitions, per requirements of the General Orders’ Management Practice Evaluation
Program. The Board also heard from Environmental Justice representatives regarding
their comments on the GWP Formula. There was general support for the proposed
GWP Formula, with comments raised on calibration, validation, and transparency of the
proposed modeling effort.

Drinking water well monitoring outreach continue for members in the East San Joaquin
Water Quality Coalition (ESJWQC) and coalitions in the Tulare Lake Basin. ESJWQC
members were required to monitor drinking water wells on enrolled parcels starting in
2019. Tulare Lake Coalition members are required to start sampling in 2020. Board
staff is continuing to work with members by providing guidance and answering
questions. Within the region, over 3,500 wells were monitored for nitrate and nitrite as
nitrogen as a result of this program, and that data is publicly available on GeoTracker.

ESJWQC members have started their second year of drinking water well monitoring.
Between September 1 and October 31, 42 samples were submitted to GeoTracker by
24 members/landowners with about 2.4 percent of samples exceeding the drinking
water standard. Board staff is tracking notification submittals and conducting follow-up
as needed to ensure that members/landowners with wells exceeding the nitrate drinking
water standard are notifying users accordingly. From September 1 to October 31, staff
sent 17 email reminders to ESJWQC members/landowners reminding them of the
notification requirement. Staff will continue to follow up with phone calls and notices of
violation, if necessary. In the Tulare Lake Basin Area, Board staff is continuing to work
with members through emails, phone calls, and letters to ensure users of impacted
wells are properly notified. As of the end of October 2020, there were 415 wells with
nitrogen exceedances in the Tulare Lake Basin, and staff received 311 signed Drinking
Water Notification Templates. From September 1 to October 31 staff contacted

148 member/landowners reminding them of the notification requirement and will
continue with progressive enforcement actions as needed to obtain notifications.

Due to the COVID-19 pandemic, Central Valley Water Board staff continue to work from
home focused on preparing follow-up for those identified as non-filers through a
mapping identification process and coalition members who failed to submit annual
reports. On-farm inspections are not being conducted. Staff modified outreach to non-
filers by sending a reminder letter prior to a directive letter to potential commercial
irrigated landowner/operators as an alternate approach during this time.

Central Valley Water Board staff continue to concentrate on compliance, outreach, and
enforcement efforts; Water Code section 13260 Directives; Notices of Violation for
failure to respond to a Water Code section 13260 Directive and failure to comply with
Orders; and documentation for Administrative Civil Liability Complaints. There are
approximately 28,000 members enrolled in the program throughout the region, covering
around 5.8 million acres. Staff is continuing to focus on enrollment as well as non-
reporting compliance and enforcement activities. Additional program information can be
found at the Central Valley Regional Board
(https://www.waterboards.ca.gov/centralvalley/) website.
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
