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California’s Water Supply Strategy

California Water Supply Strategy and Implementation Actions

The Water Supply Strategy outlines California’s strategy and priority actions to adapt
and protect water supplies based on new data and accelerated climate change. To
ensure California has the new water needed for generations to come, this strategy
outlines four sets of actions the State will pursue, sets targets, and identifies specific
implementation steps to prepare California for its new climate reality. The following is an
update on the milestones and implementation steps since the last Executive Director’s
Reporting.

Division of Water Quality
Recycled Water

The California Water Supply Strategy requires the State Water Board, by

January 1, 2024, working with local water and sanitation agencies to identify recycled
water projects that hold the potential to be operational by 2030 and by no later than
2040. The Water Supply Strategy also directs the State Water Board to convene a strike
team to identify and resolve permitting and funding obstacles for recycled water
projects.

The strike team has developed a preliminary list of planned recycled water projects for
which the Water Boards have permitting or funding records, facility-entered information
from optional fields within the Volumetric Annual Report, and/or information provided by
WateReuse California. The strike team compiled and harmonized the available
information to create the preliminary list and is conducting outreach to facilities to verify
and update key project information to finalize it. The next strike team meeting is
scheduled for October 30, 2023.

Division of Drinking Water
Recycled Water DPR (Action 1.1)

Direct Potable Reuse Reqgulation Update

Division of Drinking Water staff initiated the rulemaking process for the proposed direct
potable reuse (DPR) regulations under the Administrative Procedure Act (APA). The
notice of regulatory action was published in the California Regulatory Notice Register on
July 21, 2023, and the notice, the proposed DPR regulations, and the initial statement of
reasons were distributed for public comment. The public comment period was July 21
through September 8, 2023. An APA public hearing was held at the September 7, 2023,
board workshop. The purpose of the APA hearing was specifically to obtain public
comment on the proposed regulations. The State Water Board did not take any action
on the proposed regulations at the APA hearing. In accordance with the APA, all
comments received by the close of the comment period will be addressed in
subsequent regulation documents developed by the State Water Board staff that will be
made available to the public. DDW staff anticipates board adoption of the DPR
regulations in December 2023 to meet the deadline established by the legislature in

AB 574 (Water Code, Division 7, Chapter 7.3) and commitment by the State Water
Board in the governor’s 2022 California’s Water Supply Strategy.

Groundwater Recharge (Action 2.1)

Division of Water Rights staff continue to process temporary permit applications for
groundwater recharge. As of October 9, five applications are pending: Scott Valley
Irrigation District, North San Joaquin Water Conservation District, Stockton East Water
District, South Sutter Water District, and Dunnigan Water District. Information on the
status of these projects is available on the Board’s temporary permitting website.

Office of Research, Planning, and Performance
The State Water Board held a hearing on the proposed Making Conservation a

California way of life regulation on October 4. The first public comment period ends on
October 17.

DIVISION OF WATER QUALITY
2023 Water Board Cleanup Summit

On September 5-7, 2023 State Water Board staff hosted a Cleanup Summit for the
Underground Storage Tank (UST) Cleanup, Site Cleanup (SCP), and Department of
Defense (DOD) programs. The Cleanup Summit was the first statewide meeting to bring
the State Water Board’s combined Cleanup Programs together since inception of the
programs. The goal of the Cleanup Summit was to provide all Water Boards Cleanup
Staff with training, networking opportunities, and to promote collaboration and
knowledge sharing among the programs.

The Cleanup Summit was developed through the combined efforts of the

U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) Region 9 and the State Water Board’s
Division of Water Quality (DWQ). The State Water Board’s Office of Public Affairs’
(OPA) Design Team and CalEPA’s Reprographic Services assisted with making
workbooks and posters for the attendees to utilize during the meeting, and the State
and Regional Water Boards collaborated to create and present meaningful content for
the Cleanup Summit that would apply to the entirety of the Cleanup Programs.

On day one of the Cleanup Summit over 150 Water Board staff attended a field
demonstration facilitated by leading industry representatives. Participants got an
outdoor tour of the equipment used during remedial site investigations and an indoor
presentation of soil vapor sampling equipment and methods.

The first full day of the Cleanup Summit was attended by approximately 300 staff from
the Regional Water Boards, State Water Boards, USEPA, and Redhorse Corporation
(USEPA-funded State contractor). Sessions included an overview of how the

UST Cleanup, Site Cleanup, and DoD programs operate, application of a racial equity
lens to our programs at statewide and regional levels, high-resolution site
characterization and its uses, and a remediation roundtable.

The final day of the Cleanup Summit included sessions on funding sources for UST and
Cleanup programs, a panel discussing how to move stalled cleanup cases towards
cleanup and closure, and an interactive case study on how to address comingled
plumes with both chlorinated solvents and petroleum hydrocarbons during
investigations and remediation.

The Cleanup Summit accomplished its goals of staff knowledge sharing, collaboration,
and a commitment to consistent implementation of cleanup program goals across
California.

Delta, Hearings, and Special Projects Branch

Delta Conveyance Project Tour On September 27, staff from the Division’s Drought
Planning, Hearings, and Special Projects Section participated in a tour of potential
future infrastructure sites for the Delta Conveyance Project (Project) hosted by the
Delta Conveyance Authority (DCA). The tour began with an overview of the project at
the DCA headquarters in downtown Sacramento before traveling by bus to various
points of interest for the potential project, including Bethany Reservoir, future launch
and maintenance shaft sites for tunnel construction, and Intake Screens, Inc., a fish
screen design company that may provide screens for the project’s intakes. Other state
and federal agencies participated in the 7-hour tour, including the U.S. Fish & Wildlife
Service, the Department of Water Resources, and the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers.
The Board has not yet received a water right change petition or application for water
quality certification for the proposed project.

Compliance Letter for Lower San Joaquin River Flow Requirements in Water
Right Decision 1641 (D-1641) On October 9, 2023, the Executive Director sent a letter
to the Bureau of Reclamation outlining the expectation that the October flow
requirement on the Lower San Joaquin River at Vernalis in D-1641 will be achieved as
obligated by water right requirements for the purpose of supporting spawning
populations of migratory fish species. The favorable precipitation and reservoir
conditions in water year 2023 provide more than sufficient water supplies to achieve the

flow requirement. The letter also documents non-compliance with the Lower San
Joaquin River flow requirement in October of 2021 and 2022. D-1641 assigns
responsibility to Reclamation water rights for New Melones Reservoir on the Stanislaus
River to achieve the October Lower San Joaquin River flow requirements at Vernalis.
October flows are included in D-1641 to support fish and wildlife beneficial uses and
specifically to attract adult fall-run Chinook salmon returning to spawn.

Staff Workshop on Sacramento/Delta Draft Staff Report for Bay-Delta Plan Update
On October 19, 2023, State Water Board staff held a public workshop to provide
information and answer questions on the draft Staff Report in support of possible
Sacramento/Delta updates to the Water Quality Control Plan for the San Francisco
Bay/Sacramento-San Joaquin Delta Estuary (Bay-Delta Plan). The purpose of the
workshop was to provide an overview of the draft Staff Report and answer questions to
facilitate public comments. The draft Staff Report includes scientific information and
environmental and economic evaluations to support updates to the Bay-Delta Plan.

The draft Staff Report was released for public review and comment on

September 28, 2023.

Water Quality Certification, Cannabis, Data Modernization, Water Supply &
Demand, Instream Flows, Administrative, and Reporting Branch

Scott and Shasta Rivers: As of August 1, 2023, the Drought Emergency Requlation is
no longer in effect.

e Shasta River Conditions. Flows at the Yreka United States Geological Survey
(USGS) gage have ranged between 63 cubic feet per second (cfs) and
140 cfs in the 30 days ending October 22, 2023. The minimum flow
requirement in the expired regulation was 75 cfs, through the end of
September and then increased to 105 cfs for October. The Scott Valley and
Shasta Valley Watermaster District (Watermaster) continues to manage
diversions within its authorities.

e Scott River Conditions. The Scott River flow requirement in the expired
emergency regulation, as measured at the Fort Jones USGS gage, was
33 cfs for September and 40 cfs for October. Flows have been gradually
increasing since mid-August and have been greater than the expired flow
requirements since September 5, 2023. In the 30-day period ending
October 22, 2023, flow increased from 41 cfs to 58 cfs.

e October Engagement Efforts. The Division of Water Rights hosted a
Staff Workshop Regarding Emergency Regulation Efforts in the Scott River
and Shasta River Watersheds on October 6, 2023. Additional in-person
listening sessions were held in Montague in Siskiyou County on October 30t".
A transcript of those meetings will be available on the above website in the
near future.

Water Rights Diversion and Use Reporting for Water Year 2022-23 During the week
of October 16, 2023, the Division of Water Rights mailed notifications to approximately
19,000 water rights owners and agents reminding them of their requirement to submit
their water diversion and use reports online. All reports must be submitted through the
Report Management System (https://rms.waterboards.ca.gov).

Reporting for the 2022-23 water year began on October 1, 2023. The deadline for water
right holders to report on their water use for last water year (i.e., October 1, 2022 —
September 30, 2023) is February 1, 2024.a Water Rights staff are available via email
(rms@waterboards.ca.gov) and phone (916.341.5431) to help reporters.

Klamath Hydroelectric Project — Interim Measures Implementation Committee On
October 19, 2023, State Water Board staff participated in the final Interim Measures
Implementation Committee (IMIC) meeting, created under the Klamath Hydroelectric
Settlement Agreement (KHSA). The purpose of the IMIC was to collaborate with
PacifiCorp on implementation of Interim Measures set forth in the April 6, 2016,
Amended KHSA leading up to decommissioning of the Lower Klamath Project. During
the final IMIC meeting, PacifiCorp shared positive effects of the Interim Measures that
included:

(1) providing $7.6 million to fund 67 projects in the Klamath Basin towards coho habitat
enhancement; (2) implementing interim operations at Klamath Hydroelectric Project
toward water quality improvements; (3) developing a hatchery genetics program to
promote coho salmon diversity at Iron Gate Hatchery; (4) providing $500,000 towards
fish disease research in the Klamath Basin; (5) providing $1.7 million for gravel
enhancement actions in the Klamath River; and (6) providing $3 million towards water
quality improvement pilot projects.

The IMIC is transitioning towards development of a steering committee that will manage
$6.8 million in funds provided by PacifiCorp for water quality improvement projects in
the Klamath Basin. The projects will focus on implementation of water quality nutrient
reductions in the upper Klamath Basin. The steering committee will mainly be
comprised of former IMIC members, but will no longer include PacifiCorp.

Clean Water Act Section 401 Water Quality Certification Improvement Rule On
September 27, 2023, the 2023 Clean Water Act Section 401 Water Quality Certification
Improvement Rule (2023 Rule), was published in the Federal Register. The 2023 Rule
will be effective on November 27, 2023. The 2023 Rule maintains the prefiling
requirement implemented by the 2020 Rule, and includes revised guidance on
timelines, content, and scope of water quality certifications.

Drought Response Actions

Clear Lake Hitch Drought Emergency On September 5, 2023, State \Water Board
staff issued Draft Emergency Information Order Regulations for the Clear Lake
Watershed, which would allow the State Water Board to gather information on water
use from water right holders or water users in the Clear Lake watershed. Board staff
held public workshops on October 19t and October 24" to receive public comment.
The workshop on October 19" was located at the Lake County Board of Supervisors

The workshop on
October 24" was held virtually, and approximately 45 people attended. The
presentation slides and a recording of the October 19" workshop will be posted on the
Clear Lake Hitch website. Written public comments on the draft emergency regulations
will be accepted through noon on October 31st. After consideration of the public
comments, Board staff will brief the Board Members and finalize any updates to the
emergency regulations before releasing the regulation package in anticipation of Board
consideration for adoption.

ELAP Fees Stakeholder Meeting

The State Water Resources Control Board adopted a flat fee increase of 30% to ELAP
fees at its September 19t meeting. The Board further directed ELAP and Division of
Administrative Services staff to continue working with its established focused
stakeholder group and advisory bodies to explore alternative fee structures to limit flat
fee increases in the future. ELAP is currently developing potential models that
incorporate a volume-based charge.

Federal Advanced Environmental Crimes Training Program

ELAP Senior staff attended the Advanced Environmental Crimes Training Program, a
two-week intense, advanced course, held in San Luis Obispo from

September 11-22, 2023. Staff received advanced instruction in criminal provisions of
environmental statutes, multi-media investigations, interviewing, search and seizure,

report writing, and computer evidence collection.

ELAP and Nevada Division of Environmental Protection Laboratory Certification
Program Reciprocity

ELAP staff met with counterparts in the Nevada Laboratory Certification Program to
discuss a potential future reciprocity agreement ahead of the TNI Standard
requirements becoming effective on January 1, 2024, for all California-ELAP accredited
laboratories. Nevada indicated its intention the move to the 2016 standard in the future
to allow for an agreement between the states.

DDW & DWQ PFAS Strategy Team
ELAP staff continues to regularly participate in the multi-divisional strategy team for
regulation of PFAS. ELAP offers two US EPA methods for analysis of PFAS in drinking

water, EPA 537.1 and EPA 533, and continues to offer accreditation to the DoD Quality
Systems Manual version 5.1 (or newer). Based on a request from the Division of Water
Quality, ELAP now offers EPA 1633 and draft method EPA 1621 for non-potable water
analysis. While EPA 1633 is like the method offered previously, EPA 1621 uses new
and alternative instrumentation to look for total organo-fluorine, adding a new tool to
supplement PFAS investigations.

Roadmap to ELAP Accreditation

ELAP continues to support laboratories in transitioning to new regulatory requirements
through a compliance assistance initiative, the Roadmap to ELAP Accreditation,
including one-on-one Transition Appointments with individual laboratories to answer
questions and help them create a plan. Laboratories may request an appointment by
emailing ELAP’s general email inbox. The compliance date for the TNI Standard
requirements is January 1, 2024, which represents the last of the new requirements
associated with the new ELAP regulations.

Hexavalent Chromium Maximum Contaminant Level Status

The proposed hexavalent chromium maximum contaminant level notice of proposed
rulemaking was published June 16, 2023. An Administrative Procedure Act public
hearing to receive public comments on the proposed regulation was held Wednesday,
August 2, 2023, with written comments due by noon Friday, August 4, 2023. Staff
continue to review and respond to public comments.

Cross-Connection Control Policy Handbook

The final draft of the Cross-Connection Control Policy Handbook (CCCPH) and staff
report was posted on the program website on October 5. The final draft incorporates
changes in response to comments from the second public hearing. A Board Workshop
was held on October 18 to go over updates and identify any major concerns prior to
proceeding to a Board Adoption meeting. Comments are allowed to be submitted on the
final draft until October 20. Barring any major concerns, the Board Adoption hearing is
scheduled for December 5. An effective date will need to be specified during adoption.

Direct Potable Reuse Proposed Regulations

Staff reviewed written and oral comments received during the 45-day public comment
period which ended September 8, 2023, and during the public hearing on

September 7, 2023. DDW made changes to the proposed regulation text and is
preparing for an additional 15-day comment period under the Administrative Procedure
Act (APA) allow for the public to comment on the proposed changes to the regulation
text and to add additional documents to the rulemaking file. The “Notice of Public
Availability of Changes to Proposed Direct Potable Reuse Regulations and Addition of
Material to the Rulemaking Record” is anticipated to be posted and sent out this week,
with the anticipated close of the 15-day comment period around November 6th. In
accordance with the APA, all comments received by the close of the 15-day comment
period will be addressed in subsequent regulation documents developed by DDW staff
and will be made available to the public. The DDW staff anticipates board adoption of
the DPR regulations in December 2023 to meet the deadline established by the
legislature in AB 574 (Water Code, Division 7, Chapter 7.3) and commitment by the
State Water Board in the governor’s 2022 California’s Water Supply Strategy.

Update on Water Quality, Water Rights, Drinking Water and Environmental
Laboratory Accreditation Program (ELAP) Fees Stakeholder Process

The FY 2023-24 Drinking Water, ELAP and Water Quality fee schedule changes were
approved by the Office of Administrative Law and filed with the Secretary of State.
The FY 2023-24 Water Rights fee schedule is in the process of being reviewed by the
Office of Administrative Law.

OFFICE OF ENFORCEMENT

Training

On October 3 and 12, the Office of Enforcement (OE) gave the first of four virtual
training courses on how to enter administrative civil liabilities into the California
Integrated Water Quality System (CIWQS). OE collaborated with the Training Academy
to arrange these courses through the new Cornerstone system. Additional courses will
be offered on November 1st and 6th and will provide an overview of the ACL Data Entry
Wizard. They also will cover the process of issuing a pre-settlement letter, EPL, or ACL
and the different pathways the enforcement can take and how to enter those pathways
in CIWQS.

OFFICE OF INFORMATION MANAGEMENT AND ANALYSIS and the
CALIFORNIA WATER QUALITY MONITORING COUNCIL

The California Aquatic Bioassessment Workgroup (CABW) and the California Chapter
of the Society of Freshwater Science (SFS) are hosting the 30th annual CABW and
11th annual SFS California Chapter meeting November 6-7, 2023 at the Southern
California Coastal Water Research Project. This is the first time we are holding this
event in southern California and are excited to welcome new partners and collaborators.

The purpose of this joint meeting is to exchange current and relevant bioassessment
and freshwater science information among professionals, resource managers,
policymakers, educators, students and the public; network and build partnerships; and,
to support science-based policy and natural resource management to protect and

restore California’s freshwater aquatic ecosystems.
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OFFICE OF RESEARCH, PLANNING, AND PERFORMANCE

Water Conservation: Urban retail water suppliers are required to provide the Board
monthly water conservation and production reports. In June 2023, the DRINC Portal,
which was the repository for monthly conservation reporting, was shut down and
reporting requirements are now satisfied by completing SAFER Clearinghouse
reporting. Staff are working to reconcile reported volumes in the prior DRINC dataset
with reported volumes in the SAFER Clearinghouse. Due to some discrepancies
between numbers reported during the same month in both platforms, staff are currently
undertaking some data cleanup prior the final dataset release.

In September 2023, we received 365 water waste reports through the Save Water site.

Emergency Management Program: The Suspension for the Yurok Tribe was signed
on September 27, 2023 by Secretary Garcia to conduct restoration work for McKinney
Fire impacts. The Emergency Management Program, Office of Chief Counsel, Division
of Water Quality, and Region 1 worked closely on developing suspension language and
an environmental protection plan. The California Natural Resources Agency and
California Department of Fish and Wildlife also joined in this effort. All involved will be
monitoring the progress of these activities and documenting it for future lessons learned
and planning.

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OFFICE OF PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

The Office of Public Participation ensures the Water Boards’ decision-making processes
involve the public and uplift the voices of environmental justice communities and
California Native American tribes. Primary program areas include the Safe and
Affordable Funding for Equity and Resilience (SAFER) Drinking Water program, public
participation and engagement with environmental justice communities, racial equity,
language access, and tribal affairs.

Safe and Affordable Funding for Equity and Resilience (SAFER)

The Office of Public Participation’s role within the SAFER drinking water program
includes developing and implementing effective community engagement and outreach
strategies that ensure Californians who lack safe, adequate, and affordable drinking
water receive it as quickly as possible and that the water systems serving them
establish sustainable solutions.

SAFER Advisory Group

On August 11, 2023, the SAFER Advisory Group met to discuss the Fund Expenditure
Plan, give feedback on changes to the SAFER website, get updates on the SAFER
program, share announcements from Advisory Group members, and gather public
comments. The application period for becoming a member of the SAFER Advisory
Group ended on September 30, with 25 applications received. The selected Advisory
Group members will be announced in December. On December 7, 2023, the Office of
Public Participation will bring together the SAFER Advisory Group for a meeting and
tour to see the drinking water regionalization efforts in the Coachella Valley. This
meeting will cover several SAFER program updates and celebrate the 100th SAFER
consolidation and community leadership efforts for drinking water projects in the
Coachella Valley.

Drinking water public meetings and special projects
Cutler/Orosi Consolidation Public Meeting

On October 10, 2023, the Office of Public Participation hosted a public meeting in
partnership with the Division of Drinking Water and Division of Financial Assistance in
the community of Cutler. The meeting aimed to discuss drinking water quality issues
and explain the consolidation process between Cutler and the community of Orosi.
During the meeting, staff explained the difference between voluntary and mandatory
consolidations and announced that the decision regarding voluntary consolidation would
be made on November 8, 2023. This meeting took place in person, was conducted in
both English and Spanish, and had over 25 participants.
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San Lucas Community Listening Session

On October 20, 2023, the Office of Public Participation organized a public listening
session in collaboration with residents from the San Lucas community, the San Lucas
County Water District, the Central Coast Regional Water Quality Control Board, the
Division of Drinking Water, and the Division of Financial Assistance. The purpose of this
gathering was to address drinking water concerns and understand the priorities of the
residents. This meeting took place in person, was conducted in both English and
Spanish. More community meetings are planned for 2024.

Lead Service Line Replacement Funding Program

On October 20, 2023, the Office of Public Participation hosted a workshop in
collaboration with the Division of Financial Assistance to promote and provide technical
guidance for the Lead Service Line Replacement Funding Program. The meeting
received significant participation, with over 50 questions and representation from water
systems, environmental justice organizations, and others. The meeting was conducted
online and had more than 100 participants.

Big Basin Water Company Receivership

On July 13, 2023, the Office of Public Participation hosted a public meeting in
collaboration with several entities, including the Big Basin community, California Public
Utilities Commission, Santa Cruz County, Santa Cruz Community Emergency
Response Team, the Central Coast Regional Water Board staff, Division of Drinking
Water Monterey District office, and Office of Chief Counsel. The meeting aimed to
discuss the process of receivership and address questions related to the drinking water
and wastewater needs of the community. the Office of Public Participation, along with its
partners, released a frequently asked questions document before and after the meeting
to address community concerns. The meeting was held both in person and online and
had more than 150 participants.

Hexavalent Chromium Maximum Contaminant Level Rulemaking

On August 2, the State Water Board held a hearing on the proposed maximum
contaminant level rulemaking for hexavalent chromium in drinking water. The Office of
Public Participation collaborated with the Division of Drinking Water to provide live
Spanish interpretation at the hearing and translate 100% of the hearing materials into
Spanish. The rulemaking team is currently reviewing public comments and considering
whether revisions to the proposed regulation are necessary.

Public Participation
The Office of Public Participation’s Public Participation program promotes inclusive,

equitable, and transparent public engagement in Water Boards decision-making
processes for all Californians, especially for environmental justice communities.
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Site-Cleanup Sub-account Program

On July 27 and September 30, the Office of Public Participation and the Division of
Financial Assistance held two focused Site Cleanup Sub-Account Program stakeholder
workshops. The meetings were held remotely, and the first meeting offered Korean
interpretation services. These meetings had 14 and 17 participants, respectively. The
feedback gathered included modifying ranking scores, establishing funding levels, and
hosting an annual stakeholder meeting in April 2024.

Sustainable Groundwater Management

The Department of Water Resources found local groundwater sustainability plans
inadequate in six groundwater subbasins under the Sustainable Groundwater
Management Act's sustainability requirements. These subbasins have been referred to
the State Water Board for possible probation. The Office of Public Participation is
coordinating outreach and engagement leading to probationary hearings in each
subbasin. The first probationary hearing for the Tulare Lake subbasin is scheduled for
April 16, 2024. The State Water Board released a draft staff report for Tulare Lake on
October 12, with an executive summary available in English and Spanish. Workshops
are planned for November 3 and November 8, where staff will present the draft report
and seek input from the public. Spanish interpretation will be available at both
workshops.

Bay-Delta Plan Updates

On September 28, State Water Board released a draft staff report that assesses
alternatives for the Bay-Delta Plan, a water quality control plan for the San Francisco
Bay/Sacramento-San Joaquin Delta Estuary. Later this fall, staff will host informational
workshops for interested parties and hold a three-day hearing to receive public
comments. A workshop exclusively for tribal representatives is also planned. The Office
of Public Participation assisted in outreach and engagement efforts related to the
report's release.

Results Based Accountability

The Office of Public Participation has collaborated with the Office of Research Planning
and Performance and the Office of Information Management Analysis to offer a five-part
Results Based Accountability course as a complement to the Advancing Racial Equity
course. Results-Based Accountability is a method for learning, planning, and taking
action to improve the quality of life for communities and measure program performance
using a racial equity lens. These efforts aim to quip staff with the tools and knowledge to
implement the Racial Equity Action Plan and be better able to apply a racial equity lens
into all aspects of their programmatic work.
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Racial Equity Train-the-Trainer

The Water Boards have developed a Racial Equity Train-the-Trainer program to equip
employees with the skills to deliver a three-part racial equity course to their colleagues
within the agency. The goal of the train the trainer program is to build our internal
capacity to deliver racial equity trainings to as many Water Boards employees as
possible. This course, titled “Advancing Racial Equity at the Water Boards” was adapted
from a similar course developed by the California Environmental Protection Agency and
has been modified to add content specific to the Water Boards. This course is an
opportunity to engage with peers who are exploring and developing a shared
understanding of fundamental racial equity concepts, a model of change to become an
antiracist organization, and an overview of racial equity tools. Ten staff were certified as
trainers as part of the first train-the-trainer cohort, and 270 Water Boards staff have
taken the “Advancing Racial Equity at the Water Boards” training so far. The second
cohort of staff will go through the train-the-trainer process this fall and once certified as
trainers, will join the current trainers in delivering the training to approximately 800 staff
over the next year.

Language Access

The Office of Public Participation’s Language Access program ensures that the Water
Boards comply with state and federal language access laws by providing all Californians
with meaningful and consistent language access services.

Oral Interpretation Services

Between July and September 2023, the Office of Public Participation provided ten
interpretation services for meetings and conversations between staff members of the
public. For example, some meetings include the SAFER Advisory Group meeting, the
SCAP Stakeholder Workshop, the Central Coast Agricultural Order, the Once-Through
Cooling, and the Hexavalent Chromium Administrative Procedures Act (APA) hearing.
the Office of Public Participation provided nine interpretation services in Spanish and
one in Korean during the preceding quarter.

Written Translation of Documents

Between July and September 2023, the Office of Public Participation delivered

156 translations, including various materials like slide decks, public notices, fact sheets,
meeting flyers, press releases, email announcements, web content, executive
summaries, guidance documents, training materials, and social media text. These
translations were provided in 13 languages: Spanish, Vietnamese, Hmong, Laotian,
Simplified Chinese, Tagalog, Armenian, Hindi, Punjabi, Bulgarian, Korean, Russian, and
Traditional Chinese.
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Tribal Affairs
The Office of Public Participation’s Tribal Affairs program strengthens the Water Boards’
relationships with California Tribes, conducts meaningful government-to-government
consultations, deepens the staff's understanding of tribal needs, and supports tribal
participation in Water Boards’ decision-making processes, meetings, events, and
hearings.

Utu Utu Gwaite Paiute Tribe Funding

In June 2023, the State Water Board committed more than $152,000 to support
operational assistance and an interim solution for the Utu Utu Gwaitu Paiute Tribe in
Mono County to address elevated arsenic in wells on the Benton Reservation. The
SAFER program funding will ensure the Tribe has access to safe and affordable
drinking water while a long-term solution is developed through a well-drilling and
treatment project lead by the Indian Health Service with possible additional funding from
federal partners. This funding will help support the Tribe’s consistent management and
maintenance of the point-of-use system to health-based drinking water standards. As
part of its funding agreement with the Tribe, the board has committed to pay half the
salary for four years of a water system operator with expertise in managing the point-of
use system while the sustainable solution is implemented. The board’s funding will also
cover the costs of installing or replacing devices, as well as ongoing operations and
maintenance, including water quality testing and filter replacement. Indian Health
Service expects the new well and treatment infrastructure to be completed within three
years, after which point-of-use devices will no longer be necessary. The board’s funding
will retain the operator for an additional year, during which time the operator can
complete all required certifications to run the new water system. At the end of that year,
with the new infrastructure in place and certifications complete, the Tribe will have a
sustainable water system that requires only an operator’s salary and a normal
operation-and-maintenance budget. This is the first operations and maintenance tribal
project funded by the SAFER program and is an example of the unique ways the
SAFER program is collaborating to help address federal funding gaps.

The California Environmental Protection Agency Tribal Advisory Committee

On September 12 and 13, the Advisory Committee had its first in-person meeting in
several years at the Hoopa Valley Reservation in Humboldt County. The Tribal Advisory
Committee consists of eight members from various tribes throughout the State and
informs the California Environmental Protection Agency and its boards, divisions, and
offices on policies and procedures relevant to tribal communities and governments.

56th Native American Day, Cultural Heritage Pavilion
Native American Day is a statewide event at the State Capitol, honoring California
tribes. The event includes cultural performances, a flag ceremony, and honoring elders.

The Office of Public Participation coordinated the Cultural Heritage Pavilion, where
more than ten cultural practitioners shared their cultural practices, including tule boat
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making, bear grass braiding, basket weaving, language revitalization, and rawhide, with
over 4,500 event attendees. This annual event is organized by the California Tribal
Chairman's Association and the Native American Heritage Commission on the third
Friday of September, with support from numerous tribes and state agencies.

Water Quality Coordinating Committee

On October 23, the Water Quality Coordinating Committee held its annual meeting to
bring together all board members from the State and Regional Water Boards for
training, updates, and discussions on challenges and coordination. This year, the
committee had a 2-hour discussion on Tribal Beneficial Uses.

Tribal Environmental Protection Agency and US Environmental Protection
Agency Annual Conference

On October 24, the Water Boards hosted a workshop on tribal beneficial uses and
staffed a table with information on Water Boards’ programs. at the annual Tribal EPA
and US EPA Region 9 conference. The workshop provided a background on tribal
beneficial uses and how they were designated and had a panel with representatives
from the Central Valley and San Diego regional water boards as well as three tribal
partners who are working with those specific regional water boards. The Office of
Information Management and Analysis and a tribal partner also held a workshop on
tribal water data initiatives. Yana Garcia, California Environmental Protection Agency
Secretary, held a session to discuss efforts in California to support tribes.

IRRIGATED LANDS REGULATORY PROGRAM UPDATE
October 2023

This month’s Irrigated Lands Regulatory Program (ILRP) update provides a summary of
significant activities of State Water Board staff for the month of September 2023; and
the North Coast, San Francisco Bay, Central Coast, Los Angeles, Lahontan,

Colorado River Basin, Santa Ana, and San Diego Regional Water Boards from

August 1, 2023 to September 30, 2023. Next month’s report will present the activities of
the Central Valley Water Board’s recent program activities and up to date data on
compliance and outreach activities.

State Water Board adopted Order WQ 2023-0081, In the Matter of Review of General
Waste Discharge Requirements for Discharges from Irrigated Lands Order No.
R3-2021-0040 (Petition Order), on September 20, 2023. The Petition Order contains
remands for the Central Coast Regional Water Board’s Order No. R3-2021-0040 and
includes directions for staff to evaluate data collected within the program and consider
convening an expert panel.

Staff immediately began the data review process outlined in the Petition Order. Staff is
reviewing nitrogen applied and removed data submitted since the adoption of Order
WQ 2018-0002. By September of 2024, staff will present an overview of the data and
recommend whether an expert panel should be convened. A public workshop will be
held to discuss potential expert panel questions with interested parties.

North Coast Regional Water Board’s Draft Vineyard Order public comment period
closed at the end of August 2023. Staff is reviewing comments and developing
responses. In response to public and board member input received at the August 2023
Board workshop, engagement with interested parties will be extended through this
winter to include farm tours, field trips, grower workshops, focus group meetings, and
possibly another Board workshop. Staff expect to prepare a Proposed Order and Final
Environmental Impact Report to be considered for adoption by the Board at a Summer
2024 public hearing at the earliest.

San Francisco Bay Regional Water Board staff emphasized outreach to increase
Annual Reporting compliance. The Annual Reporting data will be combined with
invoicing data for a reduction of invoice adjustments and to streamline the process. The
Annual Report form includes more questions about the property and compliance with
performance standards than it did in previous years. The emphasis on completing
Annual Reports led to an increase in interaction with enrollees regarding GeoTracker,
details about the Annual Report, and the Vineyard Program in general. The Annual
Report data will help staff identify gaps in program compliance and prioritize future
actions.

Los Angeles Regional Water Board'’s public comment period for tentative General
Waste Discharge Requirements for Discharges from Irrigated Lands in the Los Angeles
Region (General WDR) ended on August 18, 2023. Comments were received from
agricultural interested parties, environmental groups, local governments, and
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community members. Staff reviewed all comment letters and revised the Draft Order
and staff report, as appropriate. The response to comments, revised General WDR, and
revised staff report were released on September 18, 2023. The General WDR was
adopted at the September 28, 2023, Board meeting.

Santa Ana Regional Water Board staff is working with the San Jacinto Coalition, a
coalition group that represents agricultural operations enrolled in Order No.
R8-2023-0006, General Waste Discharge Requirements for Discharges of Waste from
Irrigated Lands in the San Jacinto River Watershed, Riverside County (General Order),
to update reporting programs to meet the new requirements. On September 15, 2023,
the San Jacinto Coalition submitted a draft Farm Plan and Irrigation Nitrogen
Management Plan template for review. Staff is coordinating with the San Jacinto
Coalition to assure the template meets the General Order requirements.

Staff is also focused on identifying agricultural operations that are either not enrolled in
the General Order or have not met the reporting requirements of the previous Order. In
August and September 2023, staff mailed out two pre-Administrative Civil Liability
Complaints and Notice of Violations to 2 agriculture operations not in compliance with
the General Order. As of September 30, 2023, one of these agricultural operations has
contacted staff to correct the violations and determine the next steps needed to meet
the General Order requirements. Staff also identified 12 additional landowners that have
agricultural parcels not enrolled in the General Order and are working to send out
Failure to Comply notices.

San Diego Regional Water Board staff held three public workshops on August 15, 18,
and 22, 2023 for the renewal of Order No. R9-2016-0004, General Waste Discharge
Requirements for Discharges from Commercial Agricultural Operations for Dischargers
that are Members of a Third-Party Group in the San Diego Region, and Order No.
R9-2016-0005, General Waste Discharge Requirements for Discharges from
Commercial Agricultural Operations for Dischargers Not Participating in a Third-Party
Group in the San Diego Region (collectively, Ag Orders). The public notice, released on
July 14, 2023, is available on the program webpage. At the public workshops, staff
discussed proposed changes to the Ag Orders and received informal comments from
interested parties. Staff will consider the comments and information received during the
public workshops while revising the Ag Orders.

San Diego Water Board staff met with Sierra Pacific Farms, Inc., to discuss the process
of becoming a Third-Party Group. Sierra Pacific Farms, Inc., provides farm
management services for growers located in the Temecula-Fallbrook area. The growers
that they manage were formally members of the Frog Environmental Group, which
ceased participation as a Third-Party Group on December 31, 2021. Staff will continue
assisting Sierra Pacific Farms, Inc., as they explore options for moving their growers
back into compliance with the Ag Orders.

Staff is conducting joint compliance inspections of agricultural operations with

San Diego County Department of Agriculture, Weights & Measures staff and, when
feasible, other local jurisdictions.
