On January 3, 2018, the Los Angeles \Water Board received a letter from the City of Pasadena on
behalf of the County of Los Angeles and the cities of Alhambra, Montebello, Monterey Park,
Rosemead, San Gabriel, San Marino, South El Monte, South Pasadena, and Temple City (Cities)
requesting a time extension to complete implementation of Load Reduction Strategies (LRS) for
the Rio Hondo, a tributary to the Los Angeles River. These LRS identify control measures that
are included in the Upper Los Angeles River Enhanced Watershed Management Program.
