BACKGROUND

Some water agencies treat water to meet drinking water standards at an existing water
treatment plant and then pump the treated water through one or more injection wells into an
aquifer. The stored water is later extracted from the aquifer as needed, treated again, if
necessary, and conveyed to water users through the agency’s distribution system. The purpose
of the proposed General Order is to achieve consistent regulation of these aquifer storage and
recovery (ASR) projects statewide and to streamline the permitting process.
