Before July 1999, the Regional Water Boards regulated storm water discharges of pollutants
from the California Highway System to surface waters under individual NPDES permits. In
July 1999, the State Water Board adopted the first statewide permit for regulating storm water
discharges on a statewide basis. This superseded all previous individual permits. In
September 2012, the State Water Board adopted a reissued permit, which superseded the
previous statewide permit.
