Dear Ms. Evoy:

During September 2014, average daily water temperature compliance of 56.0 °F or less was not
met at the Clear Creek compliance point on the Sacramento River with the exception of
September 1, 2014 and September 2, 2014. The following actions were taken to draw the coldest
water out of Shasta to avoid exceedences and bring temperatures back into compliance. These
actions were also taken with consideration to stretch out the minimal cold water pool left in
Shasta reservoir.

On September 9, 2014, Reclamation began to bypass generation of approximately 2,200 cfs
through elevation 750 outlet tube to draw colder water to the Sacramento River. On September
19, 2014, Reclamation began to bring approximately 1,000 acre feet a day of Trinity water
through Spring Creek and into the Sacramento River. On September 26, 2014, Reclamation
increased the amount of bypass through the Shasta elevation 750 outlet tube in the amount of
approximately 3,000 acre feet a day.

During the month of September 2014, the average monthly water temperature was 58.5 °F at
Clear Creek.
