EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR OR DESIGNEE TO NEGOTIATE, EXECUTE, AND AMEND A CONTRACT WITH THE SANTA ANA WATERSHED PROJECT AUTHORITY (SAWPA) TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE MARCH AIR RESERVE BASE WASTEWATER RECLAMATION AND REUSE PROJECT FROM THE SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA INTEGRATED WATERSHED PROGRAM (SCIWP) ESTABLISHED IN THE COSTA-MACHADO WATER ACT OF 2000 

(2000 BOND ACT)

DISCUSSION

The 2000 Bond Act contains the SCIWP (Water Code sections 79104.20 through 79104.34) which includes $235 million for the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) to allocate to SAWPA for certain types of projects in the Santa Ana River Watershed.

SAWPA has requested that the SWRCB approve funding for the March Air Base Wastewater Reclamation and Reuse Project.  A total of $2,925,000 is requested for funding based on a total project cost of $3,891,250.  A more detailed description of the above project is contained in the Attachment.

POLICY ISSUE

Should the SWRCB authorize the Executive Director or designee to negotiate, execute, and amend a contract with SAWPA to fund the March Air Reserve Base Wastewater Reclamation and Reuse Project for a total of $2,925,000 from SCIWP?  

FISCAL IMPACT
The total cost for the above project is $3,891,250.  SAWPA is requesting that $2,925,000 of these costs be funded from the SCIWP.  The following table is a summary of the funding made available for SCIWP from Fiscal Years (FYs) 2000-01 and 2001-02

PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE MARCH AIR RESERVE BASE WASTEWATER RECLAMATION AND REUSE PROJECT FROM THE SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA INTEGRATED WATERSHED PROGRAM (SCIWP) ESTABLISHED IN THE COSTA-MACHADO WATER ACT OF 2000 (2000 BOND ACT)

WHEREAS:

1. The 2000 Bond Act authorized $235 million in the SCIWP for the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) to allocate to SAWPA for projects to rehabilitate and improve the Santa Ana River Watershed.

2. SAWPA seeks $2,925,000 in SCIWP funding for the March Air Reserve Base Wastewater Reclamation and Reuse Project pursuant to a management and administration contract with the SWRCB approved by the Department of General Services on February 8, 2001.

3. This project is consistent with the SCIWP goals of basin water banking, contaminant and salt removal through reclamation and desalting, programs for water conservation and efficiency, and storm water capture and management, and is described in detail in the Attachment.

4. No adverse water quality impacts were identified in the Notice of Intent to Adopt a Mitigated Negative Declaration that was filed with Office of Planning and Research on

November 27, 2001 (State Clearing House No. 2001111172).

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT:

The SWRCB authorizes the Executive Director or designee to negotiate, execute, and amend a contract with SAWPA to fund the March Air Reserve Base Wastewater Reclamation and Reuse Project for a total of $2,925,000 from SCIWP.

March Air Reserve Base Wastewater Reclamation and Reuse Project

Project Description

This project proposes to upgrade and rehabilitate an existing 1.0 Million Gallons per Day wastewater reclamation facility and reclaimed water pipeline. 

The upgrade and renovation will include:

· Additional biological secondary treatment processes for hydraulic redundancy; 

· Denitrification facilities to comply with basin plan ground water nitrate standards for storage of effluent in an existing, unlined, 40-million-gallon effluent storage pond;  

· The addition of tertiary filtration equipment to comply with tertiary filtration requirements for the use of reclaimed water; and

· Appurtenant facilities, site piping, and miscellaneous repairs and upgrades to existing equipment.  

The reclaimed water pipeline will include approximately 17,500 lineal feet of 16” to 20” diameter pipeline and appurtenant facilities such as air valves and control valves. 

The proposed project would help to achieve the following SCIWP goals:


· Contaminant and salt removal through reclamation and desalting

· Programs for water conservation and efficiency and storm water capture and management

The existing wastewater treatment facility is not in compliance with tentative 

Waste Discharge Requirements contained in Order No. 00-35 issued by the 

Santa Ana Regional Water Quality Control Board (RWQCB) as it has been operated by a federal agency.  Performance of the wastewater reclamation facility upgrade and rehabilitation portion of the project is required to bring the wastewater reclamation facility into compliance with RWQCB requirements.  The project will improve groundwater quality by reducing nitrate levels in the local ground water aquifer. 

California Environmental Quality Act

No adverse water quality impacts were identified in the Notice of Intent to Adopt a Mitigated Negative Declaration that was filed with Office of Planning and Research on November 27, 2001 (State Clearing House No. 2001111172).

Funding Requirements

A total of $2,925,000 is requested for funding based on a total project cost of $3,891,250.
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
