In July 2003, the Camarillo Sanitary District, the City of Simi Valley, and the City of Thousand Oaks, filed petitions to review the final chloride limit in permits and provisions pertaining to chloride limits in time schedule orders issued by the Los Angeles Regional Water Quality Control Board (Regional Board).  After the petitions were filed, the petitioners and the Regional Board entered into a stipulation for a stay of the final chloride limits and the provisions pertaining to chloride limits in the time schedule orders.  The State Water Resources Control Board is consolidating these petitions pursuant to California Code of Regulations, title 23, section 2054.  The attached draft order approves the stipulation.
