CONSIDERATION OF A RESOLUTION APPROVING AN AMENDMENT TO THE WATER QUALITY CONTROL PLAN FOR THE CENTRAL COAST REGION TO REVISE AND UPDATE CHAPTER 6, MONITORING AND ASSESSMENT

DISCUSSION

The Central Coast Regional Water Quality Control Board (Regional Board) adopted a revised Water Quality Control Plan for the Central Coast Region (Basin Plan) under Resolution 

No. 94-01 on February 11, 1994.  The revised Basin Plan was approved by the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) on May 18, 1994, by the Office of Administrative Law (OAL) on September 7, 1994, and by the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) on May 29, 2000.   

The Basin Plan designates beneficial uses of waters, sets water quality objectives to protect the designated uses and prescribes implementation programs to protect the beneficial uses and achieve the water quality objectives.  The implementation programs include water quality monitoring programs which are described in Chapter 6 of the Basin Plan.  Since adoption of the revised Basin Plan, new monitoring programs have been developed and existing programs have been modified.

On December 24, 2002, the Regional Board adopted Resolution No. R3-2002-0094 (Attachment) amending the Basin Plan to include a revised and updated Chapter 6, Monitoring and Assessment.  Resolution No. R3-2002-0094 amends the Basin Plan to include the most recent information on State and Regional Boards surveillance, monitoring, and assessment programs.  The amendment is merely descriptive of existing programs and requirements, therefore the requirements of the California Environmental Quality Act do not apply.

POLICY ISSUE

Should SWRCB approve the amendment to the Basin Plan in accordance with the Staff Recommendation below?

FISCAL IMPACT

Regional Board and SWRCB staff work associated with or resulting from this action can be accommodated within budgeted resources.

REGIONAL BOARD IMPACT

STAFF RECOMMENDATION
That SWRCB:

1. Approves the amendment to the Basin Plan replacing Chapter 6, Monitoring and Assessment adopted under Regional Board Resolution No. R3-2002-0094.

2. Authorizes the Executive Director or designee to submit the amendment adopted under Regional Board Resolution No. R3-2002-0094 and the administrative record for this action to OAL for approval.

APPROVING AN AMENDMENT TO THE WATER QUALITY CONTROL

CHAPTER 6, MONITORING AND ASSESSMENT

WHEREAS:

1. The Central Coast Regional Water Quality Control Board (Regional Board) revised its Water Quality Control Plan for the Central Coast Region (Basin Plan) by Resolution No. 94-01 on February 11, 1994 which was approved by the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) on May 18, 1994, the Office of Administrative Law (OAL) on September 7, 1994, and the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) on May 29, 2000. 


2. On December 24, 2002, the Regional Board adopted Resolution No. R3-2002-0094 (Attachment) amending the Basin Plan by revising and updating Chapter 6, Monitoring and Assessment. 


3. The amendment is merely descriptive of existing programs and requirements and therefore is not subject to the California Environmental Quality Act. 


4. This Basin Plan amendment does not become effective until approved by SWRCB and until the regulatory provisions are approved by OAL.  

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT:

SWRCB:

1. Approves the amendment to the Basin Plan replacing Chapter 6, Monitoring and Assessment, as adopted under Regional Board Resolution No. R3-2002-0094.


2. Authorizes the Executive Director or designee to submit the amendment adopted under Regional Board Resolution No. R3-2002-0094 and the administrative record for this action to OAL for approval.
