PROPOSED REVISION TO THE COSTA-MACHADO WATER ACT OF 2000 (PROPOSITION 13) PHASE III PROJECT PRIORITY LISTS

DISCUSSION
On February 19, 2004, the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) adopted Resolution No. 2004-0003 approving the Phase III Proposition 13 Project Priority Lists.  Since the approval of these lists, a change has been made to the awarded agency for PIN #573 under the Watershed Protection Grant Program.  The Riverview Water District (District) has transferred this project (San Diego River Park – Restoration and Recharge – Phase II) to the San Diego River Park – Lakeside Conservancy (Conservancy).  A grant agreement is currently being negotiated with the new agency and approval of the transfer is necessary to process the agreement.

When the application was written for the Proposition 13 funds, the intent was to have the District administer the grant and the Conservancy would implement the project.  Since the application was submitted, it has been determined that the role of the Project Director will be more resource intensive than originally anticipated.  The District only has one professional staff person.  The Conservancy is eligible for funding, is qualified to manage the project, can provide a Project Director with time to devote to project administration, and has agreed to accept the project.
