8.  Consideration of Proposed General Waste Discharge Requirements for Low Threat Discharges to Land and Consideration of a Resolution Adopting a Proposed Negative Declaration and Requesting a California Department of Fish and Game Certificate of Fee Exemption.  

Adam Laputz, Division of Water Quality, presented the item noting an April 29 errata sheet containing recommended revisions that would clarify the Discharge Specifications section of the General WDRs:

Page 4, section B, Discharge Specifications:

Table 1 discharges, except monitoring well purge water and boring waste discharges, shall not contain concentrations of pollutants in excess of Basin Plan ground water quality objectives.  Discharges of boring waste shall not threaten an exceedance of applicable Basin Plan ground water quality objectives.
Mr. Laputz recommended adoption of the two resolutions (approving the negative declaration and adoption of the order) and adoption of the order with the suggested revision.

No one addressed the Board.

WATER QUALITY PETITIONS
9.  In the Matter of the Petitions of County Sanitation District No. 2 Of Los Angeles County and Santa Monica BayKeeper for Review of Waste Discharge Requirements Order Nos. R4-2002-0121 [NPDES No. CA0054011] and R4-2002-0123 [NPDES No. CA0055119] and Time Schedule Order Nos. R4-2002-0122 and R4-2002-0124, for Los Coyotes and Long Beach Wastewater Reclamation Plants Issued by the California Regional Water Quality Control Board, Los Angeles Region.  SWRCB/OCC Files A-1496 and 
A-1496 (a).  

Elizabeth Jennings, Office of Chief Counsel, presented the item, noting revisions to the draft order since the April 1 workshop discussion and additional revisions to pages 9-10 dated April 25, 2003.  In response to numerous requests for further discussion of the issues in this draft permit, Ms. Jennings recommended postponement of the item. 

Sharon Green, Michael Lauffer, Terry Oda, Anjali Jaiswal , Bobbi Larson, Bill Jennings, Shana Lazerow, Phil Wyels, Melissa Thorme and Joe Gully addressed the Board.

The Board directed this issue be postponed, that staff work with the Parties regarding agreement of a 

60-day extension and reschedule consideration of this item for a future meeting.

10.  In the Matter of the Petition of Weyrich Development Company, LLC for Review of Administrative Civil Liability Order No. R3-2002-0028 for Weyrich Development Company, Inc., Issued by the California Regional Water Quality Control Board, Central Coast Region.  SWRCB/OCC File A-1486.  

Alex Mayer, Office of Chief Counsel, presented the item and noted revisions to Contention 2, page 4, second sentence of Response:

While most of these are substantiated we will not review most of these, we will comment on two of the alleged types of violations.

Ladd Cahoon and Jennifer Soloway addressed the Board.

Following the discussion, the Board directed an additional revision on page 6, last sentence under CONCLUSION: 


We remand this matter to the Regional Water Board for a new hearing to reconsider the issue in light of the above discussion.

 Motion: The Board adopted the proposed order as revised.  (Board Member Katz was absent for this vote.)  WQ Order 2003-0004

11.  In the Matter of the Petition of Original Sixteen to One Mine, Inc., for Review of Waste Discharge Requirements Order No. R5-2002-0043 [NPDES No. CA0081809 and Cease and Desist Order No. R5-2002-0044, for the Sixteen to One Mine, Sierra County, Issued by the California Regional Water Quality Control Board, Central Valley Region.  SWRCB/OCC File A-1466.  

Tim Regan, Office of Chief Counsel, presented the item, noting revisions on pages 11 and 14:

Page 11, under “Changes Required by this Order”, “Priority Pollutants”: “Once Every 5 years minimum, with any increased frequency based on outcome of study.”  The same change was made to the table on page 14.

Mssrs.  Miller and Walker addressed the Board.


Motion: The Board adopted the proposed order as revised with Board Member Carlton abstaining.

WQ Order 2003-0006

SMALL MS4 PERMIT

12.  Consideration of the Proposed Statewide General National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) Permit for Storm Water Discharges From Small Municipal Separate Storm Sewer Systems (Small MS4 Permit).  

Jarma Bennett, Division of Water Quality, presented the item recommending adoption of the proposed order with the revisions contained in the April 30, 2003 draft.

Roger Chang, Tom Robinson, Ian Padilla, Brian Oatman, Yvonne Hunter, Dan Lafferty, Shana Lazerow and Anjali Jaiswal addressed the Board. 

Following the discussion, the Board directed the following revisions to the April 30 Permit:

Page 5, 5th paragraph, of the Fact Sheet:


Receipt of applications deemed complete by RWQCB staff will be acknowledged on SWRCB’s

website at http://www.waterboards.ca.gov/water_issues/programs/stormwater/index.shtml for a minimum of 60 days.  When a SWMP is received by an RWQCB, those members of the public that have indicated they would like to receive notice, will receive an email from RWQCB staff that a SWMP has been received.  During this 60-day public review period, a member of the public may request a copy of the SWMP and request that a public hearing be held by RWQCB.  If a public hearing is requested, the hearing itself will be public noticed for a minimum of 30 days.  If no hearing is requested, the RWQCB Executive Officer will notify the regulated MS4 that it has obtained permit coverage only after RWQCB staff has reviewed the SWMP and has determined that the SWMP meets the MEP standard established in this permit.

Page 21, draft order, under “3. General Permit Coverage”:  

b.  Receipt of a complete application is noticed for a minimum of 30 60 days and copies provided to the public for review and comment upon request.

Motion: The Board unanimously adopted the April 30 version of the proposed order with the additional revisions.  WQ Order 2003-0005-DWQ
