WAs'rE DISCHARGE REQUIREMENTS FOR:

NATIONAL SEMICONDUC'roR CORPORA'rrON
SUNNYVALE, SANTA CLARA COUNTY, CALIFORNIA

The California Regional Water Quality Control Board, San
Francisco Bay Region, (hereinafter called the Board), finds
that:

1. National Semiconductor Corporation (NSC) (hereinafter called
the discharger) a manufacturer of integrated circuits,
located on 2900 Semiconductor Drive, Santa Clara, by
application dated September 26, 1984 has applied for
issuance of waste discharge requirements under the National
Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES).

2. Studies by the discharger show that groundwater beneath the
site has been contaminated by organic solvents such as
Trichloroethylene (TCE), Trichloroethane (TCA), Xylene,
Ethylbenzene, Acetone and Alcohols. The contamination was
apparently caused by leaks in underground waste solvent
storage systems, and by spills in transporation and loading
and unloading of solvents.

3. By letter dated February 4, 1985, the discharger submitted a
preliminary analytical results for the effluents of three
onsite groundwater treatment systems (air-stripping). The
result indicated that contaminant concentration have been
reduced to levels below 100 ppb for total volatile organic
compounds and below 60 ppb for acetone. The proposed points
of discharge of treated groundwater are storm drains at the
northeast corner of subject property adjacent to Enochs
Street. The storm drain system, owned and maintained by the
city of Santa Clara, is tributary to Calabazas Creek and
South San Francisco Bay.

4. By letter dated December 31, 1984, the Executive Officer, in
order to expedite ground water cleanup, informed the
discharger that if the discharger chose to begin discharging
