NPDES PERMIT NO. CA0037621

REISSUING WASTE DISCHARGE REQUIREMENTS FOR:

CITY OF SUNNYVALE
SUNNYVALE WATER POLLUTION CONTROL PLANT
SUNNYVALE
SANTA CLARA COUNTY

The California Regional Water Quality Control Board, San Francisco Bay Region,
(hereinafter caIIed the Board) finds that:

1. The City of Sunnyvale (hereinafter discharger) submitted an NPDES permit
application dated December IS, 1986, for reissuance and amendment of waste
discharge requirements under the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System,
NPDES Permit No. CA0037621.

2. The discharger is currently subject to NPDES permit CA0037621, (Order 82-37,
adopted June 16, 1982), and Time Schedule Order 85-123.

3. The discharger currently discharges average dry weather flow of approximately 17
million gallons per day (mgd) from its advanced waste treatment facility at 1444
Borregas Avenue, Sunnyvale. Treatment facilities consist of grit removal, primary
sedimentation, secondary oxidation ponds, nitrification, dissolved air flotation, dual
media filtration, and chlorination/dechlorination. Sludges are anaerobicaIIy digested
and dewatered in sludge lagoons. The current permitted average dry weather flow
capacity is 29.5 mgd. This facility treats domestic and approximately fortyfive
percent industrial wastewater from the areas of Sunnyvale, Rancho Rinconada, and
Moffet Field

Treated wastewater effluent is discharged from the treatment plant into
Sunnyvale West Channel,(37deg 26min latitude - I22deg 02min longitude)
via Guadalupe Slough, to the waters of South San Francisco Bay and its
tributaries, all waters of the United States.

4. The Board amended its Water Quality Control Plan for the San Francisco Bay
Region (Basin Plan) on December 17, 1986, and the State Water Resources Control
Board approved it on May 21,1987. The provisions of this permit are consistent
with the revised Basin Plan.

5. The beneficial uses of South San Francisco Bay, and contiguous water bodies are:

Non-Contact Water Recreation
