Unresolved Issues for Illicit Discharge Control Program
1. Reporting Requirements – Require complete database of all illicit discharge incidents, including any verbal warnings given, or a summary of cases/investigations and enforcement actions taken, excluding verbal warnings given:
a. Require each permittee to maintain a database that documents the following information for each illicit discharge:

· Date

· Address

· Identifying information for perpetrator (if available)

· Nature of violation 

· Nature of education or enforcement response taken

· Whether compliance was achieved or case is pending

· Follow-up inspections or other actions taken towards achieving resolution

· As much as possible (considering mobility of perpetrators), repeat violations shall be tracked
· All verbal warnings must be documented in the inspection database

b. Submit full contents of above-described database representing reporting year’s inspections to Water Board in electronic format as part of annual report.

2. Frequency of Inspections and Outreach – Require focused, subject-specific proactive outreach at a set frequency each year or allow flexibility:
a. Specify frequency for proactive outreach

b. Specify minimum list of topics that must be included in the focused outreach:

· Sewer vs. Storm Drain message

· Contracting/lot finishing activities

· Washing activities (miscellaneous)

· Community car washes (fundraisers)

· Dumping (roadside or directly to waterbody)

· Mobile washers (including carpet cleaners)

c. Allow activities to be organized on a county-wide or BASMAA-wide level.
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
