DISCUSSION:
The Hexcel Site is located off of First Street, near Highway 580 in Livermore (see Figure 1, Appendix B).  The Site included two units referred to as the Hexcel Manufacturing Plant Operable Unit (HMP) and the Abandoned Disposal Site Operable Unit (ADS).  The HMP was used for manufacturing of explosive materials from the early 1900s until the late 1960s.  At that time the Site was converted to produce resin impregnated fabrics, primarily for the aerospace industry.  As a result of chemical handling practices, releases of solvents occurred which impacted shallow groundwater.



The ADS was initially constructed as a borrow pit during the construction of the railroad in the early 1900s.  It was later acquired to serve as a disposal facility for the HMP.  Various wastes including: general plant refuse, sewage wastes, construction debris and chemical/industrial wastes were thought to be deposited in the ADS.




The Board adopted Final Site Cleanup Requirements for the Site in 1993.  Since that time remedial actions and natural processes have reduced pollutant concentrations in groundwater on both the HMP and the ADS.  In addition, pursuant to Amended Site Cleanup Requirements adopted in 2003, the waste in the ADS was removed and properly disposed offsite.



The Tentative Order (Appendix A) rescinds existing Site Cleanup Requirements and recognizes the completion of remedial actions for both the HMP and ADS.  Remedial measures as set forth in final Site Cleanup Requirements adopted by the Board in 1993, and as amended in 2003, have been completed and no further actions are necessary, other than compliance with institutional controls.




The Tentative Order has been circulated for public comments, and no comments were received.
