SUBJECT:
General Chemical Corporation, wastewater Treatment Plant, Pittsburg, Contra Costa County – Hearing to Consider Mandatory Minimum Penalty for Discharge of Partially Treated Wastewater to Waters of the State

CHRONOLOGY:
The Board has not previously considered this item

DISCUSSION:
On August 3, 2001, General Chemical (the Discharger) exceeded its settleable matter limit.  The measured total settleable matter was 0.3 ml/l-hr.  Total settleable matter is a Group I pollutant and the measured effluent exceeded the effluent limit by more than 40%.  Thus, the facility is subject to penalties pursuant to Water Code section 13385(h). The mandatory minimum penalty is recommended for this violation.


The Discharger received the complaint and has waived its right to a hearing.  The Discharger has proposed a supplemental environmental enhancement project (see Appendix C).  The supplemental environmental enhancement project is approved as proposed.


The attached Complaint imposes civil liability in the amount of $3,000, which is the mandatory minimum penalty for this violation. The Complaint suspends $3,000 of the liability to fund the proposed environmental enhancement project.
