DISCUSSION:
The discharger operates a Class II landfill just south of the City of Pittsburg.  The Tentative Order serves to update the Waste Discharge Requirements for the landfill.  Periodically, Board staff is required to review a facility’s requirements to determine whether changes are needed, or whether the existing requirements are still adequate.   

The purpose of the updated requirements is to add and/or modify many of the findings and monitoring requirements to reflect the history of the landfill since it opened, as well as its current status.  Updated language from the State regulations for solid waste disposal to land, contained in Title 27 of the California Code of Regulations, is included.  The Tentative Order also requires the discharger to show that new landfill liners are consistent with approved fill-sequencing plans, as-built construction drawings and construction quality assurance documents prior to their placing waste on the new liner.  

Staff has incorporated appropriate comments submitted by the discharger into the Tentative Order.  The discharger has indicated acceptance of the Tentative Order.
