SUBJECT:	MONTWOOD CORPORATION AND RIO GRANDE HOLDING, INC., FOR THE PROPERTY LOCATED AT 1615 AND 1625 PLYMOUTH STREET, MOUNTAIN VIEW, SANTA CLARA COUNTY – Adoption of Final Site Cleanup Requirements.





CHRONOLOGY:	20 January 1993 – Site Cleanup Requirements adopted


	16 March 1999 – Site Cleanup Requirements amended





DISCUSSION:	The roughly eight-acre Plymouth Street site is located in a commercial/industrial land use area north of Highway 101 in Mountain View.  Montwood and related companies used the site for the manufacture of amusement park rides from 1960 to 1980.  Montwood and/or its tenants released VOCs during its ownership of the site, as evidenced by elevated VOC concentrations detected in soil and groundwater.  The primary VOCs detected include 1,2-dichloroethene (DCE), trichloroethene (TCE), tetrachlroroethene (PCE), and vinyl chloride.  Montwood investigated site soil and groundwater, fully characterized groundwater contamination, and implemented interim remedial measures for groundwater.





	Operation of an on-site groundwater extraction system began in October 1994.  Since that time, about 24.2 million gallons of groundwater and 67 pounds of VOCs have been extracted from beneath the site. The system has been somewhat effective at reducing VOC concentrations.  Off-site groundwater extraction is provided by the North Bayshore Extraction System (NBES), which is operated and maintained by a third party.  Montwood provides partial funding for the NBES.  Despite the presence of these groundwater extraction systems, elevated VOC concentrations have been measured in monitoring wells northwest of the site.  Additional remedial measures are therefore needed to effectively contain and monitor the off-site plume.





	Montwood submitted a final remedial action plan in April 2000 that proposed a combination of chemical oxidation and continued groundwater extraction as a final remedy.  The goal of the proposed remedy is to adequately restore water quality and protect human health.  The Tentative Order (Appendix A) approves Montwood’s proposed remedy and establishes cleanup standards for groundwater.





	One comment letter (Appendix B) was received on the Tentative Order from Peery/Arrillaga, a down-gradient property owner.  Peery/Arrillaga believes groundwater extraction and additional investigation should be required in the northwestern portion of the Montwood groundwater plume.  Staff is not requiring these two items at this time and the rationale for this is contained in the Response to Comments (Appendix C).  No changes are recommended in the Tentative Order based on the comments received.  As of this writing, we are not sure if Peery/Arrillaga will make an oral presentation to the Board.
