SUBJECT:	Lombardo Diamond Core Drilling Company, Inc. and Gilmore Supply Company, 585 Robert Avenue, Santa Clara, Santa Clara County – Amendment of Site Cleanup Requirements





CHRONOLOGY:	August 20, 1997 – Site Cleanup Requirements adopted


November 17, 1999 – Site Cleanup Requirements amended





DISCUSSION:	High concentrations of zinc exist in the groundwater as a result of former galvanizing operations that occurred at the site through the 1960s and 1970s.  With approval from the Regional Board, the discharger is attempting to precipitate dissolved zinc out of the groundwater by injecting chemicals that will react favorably with zinc into the impacted area.  While the first phase of treatment was successful in reducing dissolved zinc concentrations, levels have increased slightly since the first phase of treatment.  In concurrence with Regional Board staff, the discharger has recently initiated a second phase of treatment.  Due to the unexpected need to continue treatment, the compliance deadlines set forth in previous Board Orders need to be modified.  





	The attached Tentative Order (Appendix A) revises the original Board Order by setting new deadlines for the tasks required by the discharger.  The delay in completing the tasks set forth in the previous Orders should not significantly affect the migration of pollutants in the groundwater and should not adversely affect the beneficial uses of groundwater at the site.





	We received no comments on the Tentative Order and expect this item to remain uncontested.
