Upon further technical analysis, staff would like to make the following changes to the documents contained in the Package for Item 9:





I.	Factsheet





Page 11, revise Section IV.9.a.(1): Reasonable Potential Analysis, as follows:





Water Quality Objectives:  The RPA is calculated using the applicable Water quality objectives including narrative toxicity objectives, given in the California Toxics Rule and the Basin Plan.





II.	Staff Summary Report





Revise third bullet as follows:





SBSA believes that staff inappropriately used the Basin Plan objective when setting the objective for tributyltin.





Staff believes that the footnote is an integral part of the Basin Plan that the Board adopted.  Therefore, it is appropriate to use objectives from the footnote.  The tributyltin water quality objective used in the Tentative Order is necessary and protective of the narrative toxicity objective in the Basin Plan.  The economic analysis required under Clean Water Act for the implementation of the narrative toxicity objective has already been performed as part of the Basin Plan adoption process.  Therefore, the objective is appropriately implemented.








III.	Response to Comments





Page 2, Section I.2, Major Comment #2; add the following paragraph to the end to Staff Response to Major Comment #2:





In addition, staff believes that this effluent limit is necessary and protective of water quality and the economic analysis required under the California Water Code has already been performed as part of adoption of the narrative toxicity objective in the Basin Plan.





Page 3, Section I.2, Major Comment #6; revise the Staff Response as follows:





The tributyltin water quality objective in the footnotes of Table 3-3 is part of the Basin Plan that was formally adopted.  Therefore, it is a valid numeric water quality objective.used in the Tentative Order is necessary and protective of the narrative toxicity objective of the Basin Plan in our best professional judgment.  Furthermore, the economic analysis required under the California Water Act for implementation of the narrative toxicity objective has already been performed as part of the adoption of the Basin Plan.
