SUBJECT:	Millennium Holdings, Inc., 5050 Coliseum, LLC, and Oakland 5051, LLC, for the property located at 750 50th Avenue and 5050, 5051, and 5200 Coliseum Way, Oakland, Alameda County – Adoption of Final Site Cleanup Requirements.





CHRONOLOGY:	April 8, 1999 – Site Cleanup Requirements adopted


	





DISCUSSION:	This 15 acre site has been under investigation since 1990.  It consists of four properties: 750 50th Avenue, 5050, 5051, and 5200 Coliseum Way.  Three properties are fully developed and entirely covered with impervious surfaces.  The 750 50th Ave. and 5050 Coliseum Way parcels are occupied by a truck maintenance facility.  The 5200 Coliseum Way property is developed with self storage units.  The fourth property, 5051 Coliseum Way, is vacant and unimproved except for two high voltage electrical transmission towers.  





The site has a long history of industrial use.  It was used for lead smelting (1879 to 1903), sulfuric and nitric acid production (1903 to 1917), and paint pigment production (1926 to 1963).  Metal and hydrocarbon containing waste residuals from these manufacturing processes were deposited on-site and subsequently covered with imported soil and other fill materials.  These waste residuals are the source of contamination at this site.





	Soil and groundwater contamination at the site has been investigated, and groundwater plumes have been defined.  The site is bordered on three sides by tidally influenced storm drainage channels. Sampling in these channels and dye tracer studies indicate that contaminants are not migrating off-site except for small releases of zinc-laden groundwater through the weep holes in the concrete sidewall of the stormwater channel.	





  	The dischargers propose a combination of remediation and risk management measures including: 





a groundwater diversion wall on the 5051 Coliseum Way property to reduce potential releases of zinc through the weep holes in the storm water drainage channel, 





a supplemental environmental project to mitigate for any releases not contained by the wall by enhancing wetland habitat values in San Leandro Bay and in the form of a one-time contribution of $30,000 to the Arrowhead Marsh Endowment managed by the East Bay Regional Park District,





Institutional constraints: a deed restriction to run with the land and site specific Soil Management Plans that prescribe the technical, safety and regulatory measures necessary for managing the contaminated soil and waste residuals which remain in the subsurface and for protecting the future health of on-site workers, the public, and the environment





long term monitoring to assess attenuation of dissolved metals and hydrocarbons in shallow groundwater.  


	


	The Tentative Order approves the dischargers’ remediation and risk management plan and sets risk-based cleanup standards for soil and shallow groundwater.  Groundwater cleanup standards are based on protection of aquatic life in the adjacent surface waters since the on-site shallow groundwater is too brackish to qualify as drinking water.





	No comments were received on the Tentative Order and  we expect this item to remain uncontested.
