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SUBJECT:  Region 2 SFY 2001-2002 State Revolving Fund (SRF) Loan Project List 





INTRODUCTION:





Each year in June the State Water Resources Control Board adopts a State Revolving Fund (SRF) Project/Priority List to fund construction of publicly owned wastewater treatment works, correction of nonpoint source and stormwater drainage pollution problems, estuary enhancement activities and water reclamation. It is anticipated that California will have approximately $200 million in SRF loan monies available in SFY 2001-2002. The draft list (EOSR - Appendix B) contains projects scheduled for loan assistance in SFY 2001-2002 and thereafter. The proposed projects and estimated costs are summarized in the Staff Report (Attachment A). 





The proposed SFY 2001-2002 Priority List is being developed on the assumption that the State Board will: 1) continue to include projects in Classes A thru D on the fundable portion of the list; 2) fund only projects which have received preliminary loan commitments from the State Board and are scheduled for loan assistance during the first year of the five-year planning period. The extended portion of the statewide list shall include those projects without preliminary loan commitments and those scheduled for loan contracts during the following four years; 3) continue the $25 million cap on the amount of SRF funds that any one agency can receive in SFY 2001-2002; and 4) defer funding of major sewer rehabilitation projects for the foreseeable future.





Prior to adoption, the State Board requires the Regional Board to review the proposed priority list, to circulate it to all interested agencies and individuals for comments, and to adopt a Resolution recommending adoption and/or revisions to the proposed list. 





CRITERIA:





The 1981 Amendments to the Clean Water Act and the Federal Clean Water Grant regulations placed emphasis on achieving and documenting public health and water quality improvement as a result of treatment works construction. The State Board will do the final priority ranking of a project after integrating lists from all nine Regional Boards, using the State Board criteria, adopted by the State Board on September 20, 1990 and last revised June 18, 1998. The funds will be distributed based on project Class (A over B, etc.) and readiness to proceed with construction in July 2000 and throughout the fiscal year. The priority system for ranking is explained in Attachment B.
