WXI/696 REALTY LLC AND QUEBECOR WORLD, INC., 696 EAST TRIMBLE ROAD, SAN JOSE, SANTA CLARA COUNTY – Adoption of Final Site Cleanup Requirements 
CHRONOLOGY:
December 13, 1989 -
Site Cleanup Requirements adopted.

DISCUSSION:
The Board adopted Site Cleanup Requirements for Quebcor Printing for this site in 1989 in response to the discovery of petroleum based solvents in soil and groundwater at the site.  Quebecor conducted a soil and groundwater investigation and found that there had been a release of petroleum based compounds used in their printing plant to soil and groundwater.  WXI/696 Realty LLC (hereinafter WXI) is the current owner of the site having purchased the property from Quebecor World Inc. in 1999.  WXI plans to demolish the existing buildings and build an office park.  Soil and groundwater at the site is polluted with a petroleum based solvent consisting mostly of toluene, n-heptane, and methylcyclohexane.  




A cleanup plan consisting of soil vapor extraction and groundwater extraction was implemented from 1993-1999.  The cleanup plan has not worked well at the site due to the tight, clay soils present.  Board staff allowed the discharger to shut down the extraction system in 1999.  The discharger performed additional soil and groundwater investigation and concluded that active groundwater remediation at this site is not capable of effectively cleaning up contaminated groundwater due to the soil conditions.  Groundwater monitoring has shown that the plume has not migrated more than about 150 feet from the source area.  




The Tentative Order (Appendix A) prescribes final Site Cleanup Requirements for the site.  The redevelopment of the site will provide an opportunity for soil remediation of areas under the building that have previously been inaccessible.  The Order provides that soil may exceed cleanup levels in areas where soil removal is not practical, subject to the approval of such a request by the Executive Officer.  Monitored natural attenuation is the final selected remedy for restoration of groundwater.




Comments have been received and addressed.  As a result, soil limitations for certain heavy metals have been revised.  All limits contained in the Tentative Order are set to protect human health and prevent leaching of contaminants to groundwater.  The Tentative Order remains uncontested.
