LOGY:
A summary was presented to the Board at the regular October 2000 meeting
DISCUSSION:No action is required on this item. Staff from San Francisco Airport will provide the Board with a brief summary of the alternatives under consideration, the project status, and proposed schedule for expansion of the San Francisco Airport. The proposed expansion has been the subject of extensive news coverage and Board staff has participated in discussions with airport staff on various topics. Board staff has also participated in public forums on the science required to evaluate alternatives that include filling of San Francisco Bay. Any alternative that includes filling in San Francisco Bay will require this Board to issue water quality certification and/or Waste Discharge Requirements. Other permits may also be required depending upon the alternative selected. The airport has not submitted an application for any permitting actions at this time.

We wanted to provide the Board an opportunity to be presented with the alternatives under consideration for expansion and the proposed schedule for this project in advance, due to the high level of public interest, the many technically challenging aspects of the project, and the potentially controversial nature of the project.
