SUBJECT:	SEWERAGE AUTHORITY MID-COASTSIDE, WASTEWATER TREATMENT PLANT, SAN MATEO COUNTY– Hearing to Consider Imposition of Mandatory Minimum Penalty 





CHRONOLGY:  	October 2000 MMP (Complaint No. 01-033) assessed from January 1, 2000 to June 30, 2000.


	


There were a total of eleven effluent violations of the Authority’s NPDES permit limits during the period between January 1, 2001 and August 1, 2001: seven suspended solids violations; three settleable solids violations; and, one total suspended solids percent removal rate violation.	Five of the suspended solids violations and the three settleable solids violations are serious violations and each is subject to a mandatory $3,000 penalty. One of the suspended solids violations and the total suspended solids percent removal rate violation are subject to mandatory minimum penalties since there have been four or more violations in any six month period and are each subject to a $3,000 mandatory penalty.  The total mandatory minimum penalty is $30,000. The first suspended solids violation is the first serious violation in a six month period and the Authority is allowed to propose a supplemental environmental project or a pollution prevention project in lieu of $3,000 of the penalty. The Authority intends to propose a SEP and has signed the waiver to a Board hearing.
