U.S. Army corps of engineers, sacramento district, Hamilton Air Force Base Landfill 26, Novato, marin county – Time Schedule Order Prescribing Potential Administrative Civil Liability for Tasks Contained in the Cleanup and Abatement Order

DISCUSSION:
The Tentative Time Schedule Order Prescribing Administrative Civil Liability requires the same schedule for completing the corrective action tasks to control landfill gas releases and groundwater contamination for Landfill 26 as that in the Cleanup and Abatement Order considered in Agenda Item 6 for the closed Hamilton Army Airfield Landfill in Novato, Marin County.


U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (Corps) is responsible for implementing Waste Discharge Requirements for the closed landfill but has a history of violating Board issued Orders along with a lack of implementing corrective action for gas control within the landfill as requested.  Based on this history, there is a threatened violation of the Cleanup and Abatement Order and adoption of a Time Schedule Order is warranted.


The Time Schedule Order establishes potential civil liability for non-compliance with the schedule for tasks contained in the Cleanup and Abatement Order.  The potential maximum civil liability for violation of a compliance date could be up to $10,000 per day with a maximum of the estimated cost of completion of the task.  However, if warranted, the Executive Officer or Board could reduce the amount of the penalty.  The Corps concurs with the estimated cost of completion for the tasks listed within the Time Schedule Order.


Staff has received comments from the Corps, provided in Appendix B, and has discussed the Tentative Time Schedule Order with other interested parties.  The appropriate comments have been incorporated into the Tentative Time Schedule Order and are described in the staff’s response to comments provided in Appendix C.  The Corps concurs with the Tentative Order.
