CHRONOLOGY:  November 19 ,1993 - Final Site Cleanup Requirements adopted 

DISCUSSION:       
Remediation of soil and groundwater pollution at the subject property began in 1985, after discovery of a leaking underground solvent storage tank.  The tank and polluted soil in the area of the tank was removed, and a groundwater treatment and extraction system installed.  The predominant pollutant at the site was acetone.  By 1993, concentrations of pollutants in groundwater had declined to low levels, and groundwater extraction was no longer removing any significant amount of pollutants.  The groundwater extraction system was shut down at that time.


Currently all pollutants are below drinking water standards, except for vinyl chloride, which is only slightly above said standard, and which is expected to drop below the standard in the near future.  Shallow groundwater is not extracted for drinking water or any other use. It is not expected that that shallow groundwater at the site will be used for drinking water in the near future.  Therefore, additional monitoring and remediation at the site is not  necessary to protect human health. 


The Tentative Order (Appendix A) rescinds existing Site Cleanup Requirements.  No comments have been received.  We expect this item to remain uncontested.
