CHRONOLOGY:
August 21, 1996 – Site Cleanup Requirements adopted



July 15, 1998 – Administrative Civil Liability assessed

DISCUSSION:
The subject property was operated as a wrecking yard facility from approximately 1950 through 1992. Based on investigations by various consultants, groundwater beneath the property was reported to be impacted with metals and gasoline.

The subject property is located within the proposed Napa River Flood Control Project dry by-pass near the intersection of Soscol Avenue and First Street. The dry by-pass allows the safe flow of excess floodwater and serves as recreational and open space during normal river flows.

Later investigations, performed in relation to the proposed Napa River Flood Control Project, found that shallow and deep soils at the site were impacted with metals and especially with lead up to 5,500 mg/kg and zinc up to 14,000 mg/kg.  Subsequent remediation action activities, performed under the oversight of the Regional Board, focused upon the removal of the metals impacted soils. Approximately 2,715 tons of polluted soil was disposed of at the Forward, Incorporated Class II landfill facility in Manteca.  Groundwater analyses have indicated that there is no significant impact by either metals or hydrocarbons.



In compliance with the requirements of the Order, the Discharger has completed final remedial actions and has met cleanup standards for the site.  Results of confirmatory soil sampling show that clean-up levels have been achieved (less than 50 mg/kg lead for the by-pass/marsh area soils and less than the 200 mg/kg Residential Preliminary Remediation Goals level for upland soils).  In addition, confirmatory groundwater sampling shows no significant impact by metals or other pollutants.



To date we have not received any comments and we expect this item to be uncontested.
