SUBJECT:
RESOLUTION TO ADOPT A MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING BETWEEN THE REGIONAL BOARD AND INTERESTED PARTIES  
CHRONOLOGY:
This item has not been previously considered by the Board
DISCUSSION:
The San Francisco Bay and many of its tributaries have been designated as impaired water bodies under section 303(d) of the federal Clean Water Act. Additionally, staff have identified other areas where water quality impairment is uncertain and additional data may be needed to determine the appropriate steps to prevent impairment.  Staff intends to pursue the development of water quality attainment strategies, including Total Maximum Daily Loads (TMDLs), for each of these water body-stressor combinations. 

This Resolution directs the Executive Officer to sign a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) between parties interested in accelerating the process of developing water quality attainment strategies. Currently, this would be an agreement between the Bay Area Clean Water Agencies (BACWA), the Bay Area Stormwater Management Agencies (BASMAA) and the San Francisco Bay Regional Water Quality Control Board (SFBRWQCB).   This MOU establishes a cooperative framework between these agencies for the development and implementation of the water quality attainment strategies, including TMDLs.  The agreement is non-exclusive and encourages participation by additional parties.

Participation in the MOU is voluntary and does not limit the ability of the SFBRWQCB to fulfill its functions.

We will provide the Board with regular updates on the status of the development and implementation of water quality attainment strategies developed cooperatively under the framework of this MOU.
