Status Report on Contra Costa County Clean Water Program and its 2000-2001 Annual Report
DISCUSSION:
This is the third in a series of status reports on municipal stormwater programs and their annual reports.  We again focus on the two program components of industrial and commercial inspections and public education and outreach.  

The Contra Costa Clean Water Program (Program) received its first municipal stormwater permit from the Board in 1993.  Under federal Clean Water Act NPDES regulations, municipal stormwater programs are to require controls to reduce pollutants to the maximum extent practicable (MEP).  In a mature municipal Industrial/Commercial Inspection program, like the Program’s, we look at adequacy of inspection plans (including facilities chosen for inspections); record-keeping; follow-up on violators/pollution sources; and self-evaluation of program effectiveness when measuring compliance with the MEP standard.  Last year, Program permittees collectively inspected 1100 facilities and followed up with 165 enforcement actions, with most permittees completing all required inspections. 

Program permittees conduct a broad range of education and outreach activities, from the production and distribution of educational pamphlets and the sponsorship of water quality education workshops for County teachers, to the operation of household hazardous waste disposal centers.  

The Program is implementing a new reporting format in response to Board staff request, which will greatly increase staff’s ability to judge Program compliance, beginning with the Annual Report 2002-2003.
