MIRANT DELTA LLC, PITTSBURG POWER PLANT, PITTSBURG, CONTRA COSTA COUNTY, - Rescission of Order No. 99-084 and Amendment of Waste Discharge Requirements Contained in Order No. 94-166 to Reflect New Facility Ownership and Grant Toxic Pits Cleanup Act Exemption 

CHRONOLOGY:
November 1994 - Waste Discharge Requirements Adopted

October 1999 – Amendment of 1994 Waste Discharge Requirements

DISCUSSION:
The Tentative Order amends existing Waste Discharge Requirements to reflect a change in the named facility ownership and grant a five-year exemption for surface impoundment operation under the Toxic Pits Cleanup Act (TPCA). The Tentative Order also rescinds prior Waste Discharge Requirements that are no longer applicable.

In January 2001 Southern Energy Delta LLC, changed its corporate name to Mirant Delta LLC. Mirant Delta LLC has assumed compliance with the facility’s Waste Discharge Requirements. The Tentative Order identifies this ownership change and also applies the incremental five-year TPCA exemption. The TPCA exemption allows operation of a hazardous waste surface impoundment, which is built to high standards and is not leaking.

The discharger has indicated acceptance of the Tentative Order.
