C & H SUGAR LANDFILL, CROCKETT, CONTRA COSTA COUNTY – Rescission of Site Cleanup Requirements 

CHRONOLOGY:  
1995 – Adopted Site Cleanup Requirements Order No. 95-191.

DISCUSSION:
The C & H Sugar Company operated an approximate six-acres waste management unit, where nearly 300,000 tons of dewatered sugar refining and wastewater treatment plant sludge was disposed of from 1971 to 1995.  Site Cleanup Requirements Order No. 95-191 ordered the clean closure of the waste management unit.   Completion of clean closure activities occurred during spring 2002 where all waste material was removed and erosion control measures implemented.  Land use at and adjacent to the site is currently ranch land and open space.  

The purpose of this Tentative Order is to rescind Site Cleanup Requirements Order No. 95-191 for the former waste management unit, which is no longer applicable.  

The discharger has indicated acceptance of the Tentative Order (Appendix A).
