LUST CLEANUP PROGRAM - CASE CLOSURE STATUS REPORT 

DISCUSSION:
Attached is a table summarizing the closure status of leaking underground fuel tank (LUST) cases for local agencies and the Regional Board within the nine counties under this Regional Board's jurisdiction as of July 31, 2002.  The agencies overseeing LUST cleanup include seven Local Oversight Program (LOP) agencies, five Local Implementing Agencies (LIA) and the Regional Board. 

  


During the FY01/02 Regional Board, LOP, and LIA Agencies closed 362 cases. The Regional Board closed 55 cases, and LOP and LIA agencies closed 307 cases. San Mateo closed 93 cases, and  San Francisco closed 63 cases. In July 2002 Santa Clara Valley Water District and San Mateo County each closed 10 cases.
