DISCUSSION:	Vintage Grapevine, Inc. and Cosentino Winery, owns and operates a winery in Yountville, Napa County.  Cosentino Winery and Mustard’s Grill, located next to Cosentino Winery, share a single, jointly owned, on-site wastewater treatment and disposal system consisting of treatment ponds and a disposal field.  After numerous violations of their permit, Order No. 89-072, and complaints from residents that live near the treatment system, a Cleanup and Abatement Order (CAO), CAO No. 00-120, was issued to Mustard’s Grill and Cosentino Winery for violation of Order No. 89-072.





The attached Complaint (Appendix A) proposed a liability of $10,200 to Cosentino Winery for violation of the CAO.  Cosentino Winery has waived its right to a hearing on the ACL and has proposed to contribute $6,700 to its existing Supplemental Environmental Project (SEP) from the previous Complaint.  This SEP was for the Napa County Resource Conservation District stream gauge project.
