DOW CHEMICAL PITTSBURG FACILITY, PITTSBURG, CONTRA COSTA COUNTY – Update of Waste Discharge Requirements and Rescission of Order Nos. 97-123 and 98-059

CHRONOLOGY:
Waste Discharge Requirements adopted in 1997 & 1998

DISCUSSION:
The Dow Chemical Company (Dow) owns and operates a chemical manufacturing facility located at 901 Loveridge Road in Pittsburg.  This facility occupies 993 acres adjacent to New York Slough.  Chemical manufacturing has occurred at the facility since the early 1900s.

There are 25 Solid Waste Management Units (SWMUs) at the site where various manufacturing wastes have been discharged.  Currently, only one SWMU is actively accepting waste while all others have been closed and capped.  The Tentative Order updates Waste Discharge Requirements regarding the operation, closure, post-closure maintenance, and monitoring of SWMUs at the site.

Staff has incorporated relevant comments submitted by Dow, and Dow has indicated acceptance of the Tentative Order.
