Chevron Products Company, Equilon Enterprises, LLC, Fueling Maintenance Co., Oakland Fuel Facilities Corporation, Port of Oakland, PS Trading, Inc., Shell Oil Company, Swissport Fueling, Inc. – Adoption of Site Cleanup Requirements and Rescission of Order No. 99-103

CHRONOLOGY:
November 1999 Site Cleanup Requirements adopted.  
DISCUSSION:  
The Tentative Order sets forth tasks and a time schedule to investigate and clean up petroleum hydrocarbon contamination at the South Field Tank Farm (SFTF) located within the Oakland International Airport.  The SFTF consists of three separate, but contiguous aboveground tank farms that have been in operation since the mid-1960’s.  

The named Dischargers include the Port of Oakland, which is the owner of the SFTF property, and current and previous operators of the tank farms.  The Tentative Order rescinds a 1999 Site Cleanup Requirements order that addressed investigation and remediation of an oxygenated gasoline hydrocarbon plume within only one of the three tank farms addressed in the Tentative Order.   The 1999 order did not address the different kinds of petroleum contamination now known to be present.   

Staff has met or spoken with all of the dischargers to address their concerns.  We have made appropriate changes to the Tentative Order based on the Discharger’s comments.  The Dischargers concur with the Tentative Order and have indicated their acceptance.
