CHRONOLOGY:
1996 - Amendment to Waste Discharge Requirements
DISCUSSION:
The purpose of the Tentative Order (Appendix A), in conjunction with the Tentative Order for Item 6.E, is to amend Waste Discharge Requirements for the West Contra Costa County Landfill Thermal Soil Treatment Facility.  

The former 3.2 acre Thermal Soil Treatment Facility is located on a closed portion of the West Contra Costa County Sanitary Landfill.  It was utilized to treat petroleum hydrocarbon contaminated soils, which are subsequently utilized as final cover foundation material at the landfill. 

The Tentative Order includes and updates tasks necessary to evaluate landfill stability and insure landfill cap integrity in the area of the former soil treatment facility.  

We have circulated the Tentative Order to the dischargers and interested parties.  The dischargers have recommended minor changes to the Tentative Order, most of which have been incorporated.  The dischargers have indicated acceptance of the Tentative Order.
