DISCUSSION:
The purpose of the Tentative Order (Appendix A), in conjunction with the Tentative Order for Item 6.D is to update Waste Discharge Requirements for the West Contra Costa County Sanitary Landfill.  

The 160 acre municipal landfill is utilized to dispose municipal waste, construction and demolition debris, sewage sludge, petroleum contaminated soils, and autoshredder waste.  Investigations and monitoring indicate that contaminants originating from the landfill are present in groundwater outside of the landfill footprint, and settlement of both landfill material and underlying strata.  

The Tentative Order includes and updates tasks necessary to: 1) complete final landfill closure; 2) modify the dischargers named; 3) evaluate and implement upgrades to the leachate containment and recovery system; 4) evaluate the extent of groundwater contamination detected outside the landfill footprint and implement remedial measures necessary; and 5) conduct studies necessary to evaluate stability of landfill materials.

We have circulated the Tentative Order to the dischargers and interested parties.  The dischargers have recommended minor changes to the Tentative Order, most of which have been incorporated.  The dischargers have indicated acceptance of the Tentative Order.
