TENTATIVE ORDER

NPDES NO. CA0038580

RESCISSION OF WASTE DISCHARGE REQUIREMENTS FOR:

HERCULES WASTEWATER TREATMENT PLANT

CITY OF HERCULES

CONTRA COSTA COUNTY

The California Regional Water Quality Control Board, San Francisco Bay Region (hereinafter the Board) finds that:

1. The City of Hercules (Hercules) owns and operates the City of Hercules wastewater treatment plant, located at 500 Sewerage Treatment Plant Road, in Hercules, Contra Costa County.

2. NPDES Permit No. CA0038580, Order No. 93-013, permits Hercules to discharge approximately 0.373 million gallons per day of treated domestic, commercial, and industrial wastewater from a portion of the City of Hercules.

3. By letter dated August 29, 1998, the Executive Officer of the Board administratively extended the expiration date of Order No. 93-013 from February 17, 1998, to August 19, 2003.

4. On August 31, 2001, City of Hercules ceased all operations and discharges covered under NPDES Permit No. CA0038580, and routed all sewerage from its service area to the “Pinole-Hercules Water Pollution Control Plant,” which is regulated under a separate permit.  Therefore, NPDES Permit No. CA0039580 is no longer necessary.

5. The rescission of waste discharge requirements for these discharges is exempt from the provisions of Chapter 3 (commencing with Section 21000 of Division 13) of the Public Resources Code (CEQA) pursuant to Section 13389 of the California Water Code.

6. The Board has notified the above listed discharger and interested agencies and persons of its intent to rescind waste discharge requirements, and has provided them with an opportunity for a public hearing and an opportunity to submit their written views and recommendations.

7. The Board, in a public meeting, heard and considered all comments pertaining to the rescission of waste discharge requirements for the above discharge.

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED that Order No. 93-013 is rescinded.
