DISCUSSION:
As a result of feedback from the October 31 Mercury Watershed Council meeting, we revised our mercury load estimates for dredging and in-bay dredged material disposal.  The table below provides revised estimates for mercury sources and losses, and replaces the original Staff Summary Report table.  We now estimate that about 1,200 kilograms per year (kg/yr) of mercury enters San Francisco Bay.
