CS LANDS, INCORPORATED, SELBY WASTEWATER TREATMENT PLANT, SELBY, CONTRA COSTA COUNTY-Rescission of NPDES Permit

CHRONOLOGY:
May 1998-NPDES Permit Issued


DISCUSSION:
The attached Tentative Order rescinds the NPDES Permit for the discharge of treated sewage from 16 homes in the community of Selby.  The discharge was to have been from a small package plant that would have replaced a current disposal pond; however, the package plant was never built.  CS Lands, who is responsible for providing sewer service to the community, no longer intends to discharge under the terms and conditions of the permit.  Therefore, this permit should be rescinded.




Groundwater contamination from a nearby lead smelter requires that the current disposal pond be closed.  To provide wastewater services, CS Lands indicates it will participate in constructing a sewer line to route domestic wastewater to Rodeo Sanitation District’s sewage collection system.
