SUBJECT:	Beaver Lumber Company, Winkel Properties, LLC, and Allen K. Ream (as trustee of the Milton P. Ream Trust #4), for the property at 535 Reed Street, Santa Clara, Santa Clara County – Adoption of Final Site Cleanup Requirements





CHRONOLOGY:	June 19, 2001 - Site Cleanup Requirements adopted.





DISCUSSION:	Beaver Lumber Company operated a wholesale lumber business at the subject site from about 1965 to April 2001.  The site is now vacant.  Wood preserving operations formerly conducted at the site resulted in the release of pentachlorophenol (PCP), a chemical used for preserving wood.





Historically, lumber was dipped into a tank containing PCP, and then placed on nearby drying racks.  These operations were performed outside on unpaved ground.  The PCP dipping tank was removed sometime in the late 1980s and all wood preserving operations ceased.  All PCP contaminated soils above the cleanup goal for soil have been excavated. The extent of the PCP contaminated groundwater has been defined and the discharger has installed a network of monitoring wells.  The discharger has proposed a Remedial Action Plan (RAP) in order to reduce PCP groundwater concentrations to levels below the cleanup goal.  The RAP proposes to inject oxygen-releasing compounds (or hydrogen-releasing compounds) into the groundwater at strategic locations in order to chemically or biologically degrade PCP.  The attached Tentative Order (Appendix A) requires the dischargers to implement the RAP.





	No comments to the Tentative Order were received.  We expect this item to remain uncontested.
