Dear Mr. Harvey:

Enclosed herein is Complaint No. R2-2002-0050, for Administrative Civil Liability for the Alpine Road Winery, LLC, regarding your unauthorized discharges to waters of the State. A public hearing on this matter has been scheduled for the September 18, 2002, Regional Board Meeting in the Elihu M. Harris State Building, First Floor Auditorium, located at 1515 Clay Street, Oakland, California.  

Pursuant to Clean Water Code Section 13351, the Complaint proposes a liability of $18,000.00, which includes an assessment for the violation and staff costs related to inspections and preparation/enforcement of the Complaint.

At this time you have two options:

 1. You can appear before the Regional Board during the scheduled meeting to contest the allegations in the Complaint and the proposed civil liability.  At the hearing, the Regional Board may impose the administrative civil liability in the amount proposed, impose a different amount, decline to seek civil liability, or refer the case to the Attorney General.  Should you decide to contest the Complaint, the Regional Board must receive all evidence in writing by 

5 p.m. on August 29, 2002.  New evidence may not be presented at the hearing; however, the Chair, in his sole discretion, may nevertheless allow persons who did not submit such evidence by the deadline to present evidence at the hearing based upon a satisfactory showing of why the evidence could not have been timely submitted.  Persons may present verbal testimony to the Board summarizing previously submitted evidence or expressing general support or opposition to a proposed action.

2. You can waive the right to a hearing by signing the attached “Waiver of Hearing” form and    submitting it to the Regional Board at 1515 Clay Street, Suite 1400, Oakland, CA 94612, by 

    5 p.m. on August 29, 2002.  By doing so, you may either: 

Pay the total civil liability within 60 days of the date of the Complaint; or Request that a portion of the civil liability not to exceed $10,000.00 be suspended for satisfactory completion of a local Supplemental Environmental Project (SEP) to be approved by the Executive Officer and pay the remainder of the civil liability within 60 days of the date of the Complaint.   Should you choose to have a portion of the civil liability suspended, you must submit a proposal for such a SEP by 

5 p.m. on August 29, 2002. Attached is a description of the Regional Board’s program for SEPs.  Staff can assist you in identifying and developing an acceptable project.
