


3. Clarify Timing Issues

The definition of Qualified Storm on page 43 states that it is preceded by two dry days. Without further
clarification, it is assumed these can be non-operating days, unlike the requirements of the current General
Industrial Stormwater Permit.

Inspection requirements listed in the MRP, Section III.A on page 51 do not state if inspections need to take
place in dry weather or if they need to be preceded by a certain number of dry working days, as the current
General Industrial Stormwater Permit requires for quarterly inspections. A clarification may be helpful to
make it clear if inspections should occur in dry or wet weather, or if either condition is acceptable for
inspections.

4. Support Statewide Implementation

TST Inc. operates a scrap recycling facility in the adjacent Los Angeles Regional Water Quality Control
