Santa Ana Water Board Approves Clean-Up Order, Settlement Agreement Over TCE Plume
in Ontario

The Santa Ana Regional Water Board adopted a settlement agreement and cleanup and
abatement order (CAO) for the remediation of a trichloroethylene (TCE) groundwater plume in
Ontario that has affected the groundwater supplies of area residents. The CAO was issued to the
cities of Ontario and Upland, as well as the Inland Empire Utilities Agency (IEUA), Aerojet
Rocketdyne Inc., The Boeing Company, General Electric Company, Lockheed Martin and the
United States Department of Defense. The agreement addresses cleaning up the TCE plume,
while continuing to supply replacement drinking water to residents whose private wells have been
impacted. Under the CAO, Ontario and Upland will take over providing an alternative water supply
to affected residents, and IEUA will implement cleanup of the plume, which is located west of
Interstate 15 and south of State Route 60 in Ontario. The remedy includes a collaborative effort
between the public parties and the Chino Basin Desalter Authority (CDA) that leverages CDA'’s
planned expansion project. The companies — operating as ABGL, LLC — performed the earlier
plume investigation and voluntarily initiated the replacement water supply program.

$20 Million Settlement with Shell Oil Company; Underground Storage Tanks Claim Ban

As part of a settlement agreement, the State Water Board has permanently banned 100 of Shell
Oil Company's underground storage tank (UST) claims, held by a subsidiary Equilon Enterprises
LLC, from the UST Cleanup Fund for allegedly claiming reimbursement through false or misleading
statements on claim forms. Disqualifying these 100 claims could save the UST Cleanup Fund up
to $150 million, significantly reducing Shell's future reimbursements from the UST Cleanup Fund.
In addition, the settlement agreement required Shell to pay $20 million to the parties to the
settlement agreement. Specifically, Shell has paid the State Water Board more than $11 million to
settle the State Water Board's administrative claims and alleged False Claims Act violations. Shell
has paid an additional $8 million in settlement moneys to the state's Office of the Attorney General
and a whistleblower related to the alleged violations of the False Claims Act. The State Water
Board's portion of the settlement moneys will go to the UST Cleanup Fund and be used to
reimburse other UST Cleanup Fund claims.

City of Compton Consent Judgment

The Los Angeles Regional Water Board has entered into a final consent judgment with the City of
Compton over the discharge of raw sewage and other pollutants into Compton Creek for a period
of approximately three years. The settlement agreement includes a penalty of $268,365 as well as
capital improvement and sewer master plan projects on its sanitary sewer system for sanitary
sewer overflows occurring on at least eight occasions from December 2010 to October 2013. The
Regional Water Board also alleged that the City failed to report three of the eight overflows as
required.

As part of the settlement agreement, the City of Compton will pay $161,019 of the civil penalty to
the Cleanup and Abatement Account, with the remaining $107,346 suspended if the City follows
through on several projects to upgrade and monitor its sanitary sewer system. Those projects
include initial and ongoing video analysis of the sewer system to identify areas where repair and
upgrading is needed; inspecting the sewer system for hot spots every 90 days and performing
maintenance and repairs as necessary; supplying quarterly progress reports to the Regional Water
Board; implementing a root control program; hiring two new full-time staff and certifying all staff in
collection system maintenance; and reporting all sanitary sewer overflows to the Regional Board.

OE and Division of Drinking Water Investigation Leads to Criminal Charges in Siskiyou

County A State Water Resources Control Board investigation into the reporting of bacterial
samples taken at public water systems in Siskiyou County has led to multiple criminal
misdemeanor charges by the Siskiyou County District Attorney’s office. The complaint has been
filed against three individuals for allegedly failing to report positive findings of bacteria in public




water systems to the Division of Drinking Water. An investigation by Office of Enforcement and
Division of Drinking Water staff revealed that on multiple occasions, from March 2012 to
September 2015, water system personnel working for the cities of Dunsmuir and Weed, and the
McCloud Community Services District, failed to report monthly bacteriological water samples with
positive findings to the Division of Drinking Water. The individuals are also accused of failing to

take the necessary repeat samples as prescribed in state regulations when a positive bacteria
sample is identified.
