Legal precedence for regulating Legal precedence for regulating 

Marinas vs. individual boatersMarinas vs. individual boaters

Individual boat hulls are individual sources of Individual boat hulls are individual sources of 
waste to surface waters.  Marinas congregate waste to surface waters.  Marinas congregate 
the individual sources of waste and become a the individual sources of waste and become a 
concentrated source of residual copper concentrated source of residual copper 
discharges into surface waters.  Therefore the discharges into surface waters.  Therefore the 
marinas themselves are cumulative dischargers marinas themselves are cumulative dischargers 
of waste.  Thus, these discharges are of waste.  Thus, these discharges are 
appropriately regulated through the State appropriately regulated through the State 
BoardBoard’’s administrative tools.  Legal precedence s administrative tools.  Legal precedence 
for regulating individual sources of waste for regulating individual sources of waste 
through the congregating facility has been set through the congregating facility has been set 
by regulations for confined animal feedlot by regulations for confined animal feedlot 
operations, stormwater (MS4 permits), and operations, stormwater (MS4 permits), and 
outdoor shooting ranges.outdoor shooting ranges.

•• General marina operations that result in the deposition General marina operations that result in the deposition 
of debris on the ground and light enough to be swept of debris on the ground and light enough to be swept 
away by flowing storm water and/or air currents into away by flowing storm water and/or air currents into 
marina waters.marina waters.

•• Underwater boat hull cleaning.Underwater boat hull cleaning.

•• Topside boat maintenance and cleaning.Topside boat maintenance and cleaning.

•• YearYear--round docking of boats in water bodies with poor round docking of boats in water bodies with poor 
or reduced flushing.or reduced flushing.
