committee should be "to assure that the total state program for

the control and management of water quallty is adequate to meet
state and local needs and to assure maximum efficiency in the
conduct of individual state agency ac;1v1tles which form a part
of. the totql state program"- ‘and

. WHERPAS, Assenbly Bill 413 requlres that the Board coordlnate

the watel . quallty related investigations of state agencies, .and
further, since impending budget limitations make essential a
careful weighing of the several areas of effort and resultlng

Agency to implement formatlon of an Interagency Programmlng

_Commlttee.
